2.6 Document Disposition
2.6.1 Use cases for coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP
Discussion: S1-030313 contained use cases for coexistence of Priority Service and eMLPP.

Conclusion: S1-030313 was noted. The meeting agreed that the proposed use cases were useful and should be used as a basis for future contribution. The meeting supported the approach used for these use cases. Additional use cases should use the approach presented in this contribution. The meeting requested that the contribution be revised, based on meeting comments, and resubmitted to the next meeting.
Discussion: S1-030310 contained Priority Service/eMLPP Use Cases.
Conclusion: S1-030310 was noted. The meeting noted the alignment of the use cases in this contribution with those presented in S1-030313. The meeting agreed that use case #5 (Normal Call from a Priority Service User) should be added to the use cases presented in S1-030313. 
Discussion: S1-030315 contained a proposal on distinguishing Priority Service users from eMLPP users.

Conclusion: S1-030315 was noted. The meeting agreed in principle that the proposed mechanism in this contribution for distinguishing Priority Service users from eMLPP users was preferred to (and supersedes) previous proposed mechanisms. An issue was identified (to be investigated after the meeting) on how Priority Service Users would be treated when roaming into eMLPP only networks, given the proposed mechanism in the contribution. The meeting requested that the contribution be revised, based on meeting comments, and resubmitted to the next meeting.
Discussion: S1-030314 contained comments on S1-030113 ‘Distinguishing Priority Service users vs. eMLPP users’.
Conclusion: S1-030314 was noted. The comments in this contribution were superseded by contribution S1-030315 and the discussion.
2.6.2 Priority Service Guide

Discussion: S1-030312 contained the 6-March-2003 draft of the Priority Service Guide. This draft was based on the SA1#19 meeting results and incorporated S1-030042 (Proposed Priority Service Guide – introduction) and S1-030043 (Proposed Priority Service Guide – scope) into S1-030041 (Proposed Priority Service Guide – outline), as modified during the SA1#19 meeting.
Conclusion: S1-030312 was noted. The meeting agreed to delete the first sentence from the scope and to use the draft as a basis for further contribution. Regional specific Annexes will be included, if needed, to describe regional specific aspects of Priority Service.
Discussion: S1-030309 contained a proposed Service Description for the Priority Service Guide. The meeting supported the type of material provided, but needed additional time to review the proposed text.
Conclusion: S1-030309 was noted. The meeting requested that the contribution be revised, based on meeting comments, and resubmitted to the next meeting.

The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work. The meeting agreed to:

1. meet during the April 2003 SA1 meeting (half-day session).
