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1. Overall Description:

SA2’s architecture for WLAN interworking currently allows several 3GPP operators to offer services through a single WLAN Access Network. A user may choose one of these operators to act as VPLMN and may then simultaneously access to 3GPP PS domain services within this VPLMN and their HPLMN. However, users are not presently permitted to simultaneously connect and access to more than one VPLMN. When user wants to re-select and access to a new VPLMN, the HPLMN 3GPP AAA server shall disconnect the current active connection after new WLAN authentication/authorisation  based on the new NAI corresponding to the new VPLMN even if he will visit the old VPLMN again later. Moreover, even when accessing services in the HPLMN only, the choice of VPLMN may affect the service/tarrifs that the user experiences.

SA2 is considering whether this is in fact a correct interpretation of the Stage 1 requirements for I-WLAN access, since as a general principle in TS22.234 it is expected to maximise the services that users can access. For example, an I-WLAN subscriber may connected through one VPLMN to his enterprise VPN gateway with HPLMN PDG to get email or download files. However, he may also want to enjoy the local services provided by the other local VPLMNs without disconnecting the connection to his enterprise VPN. This usage case has the following advantages:

· Higher flexibility to access services. The I-WLAN subscribers will not access the services provided by different VPLMNs in sequence, so the subscribers will have more freedom to select and access multiple services at the same time. 
· Higher efficiency for resource usage. It will save network resource without the switch of re-selection with repeated disconnection and WLAN access authentication/authorisation procedure.
SA2 would like ask SA1 to give answers to the following questions:
· Is it a requirement of the WLAN Stage 1 specifications that simultaneous access to PS domain services should be restricted to a single VPLMN in Release 6, even though multiple VPLMNs may be available through the same WLAN Access Network ?

· Is it a requirement that access to PS domain services in visited networks should be restricted to the same visited network as that used to transport traffic for access to services in the Home Network ?

· Conversely, is it a requirement that access to  multiple VPLMNs simultaneously should be supported (or should not be restricted) in Release 6 ?
SA2 would like to clarify that, if technically supported, such access scenarios could always be restricted through the users subscription.

2. Actions:

· SA2 kindly asks SA1 to answer the above questions. 
· SA2 would like to ask SA1 to make  the clear statement(e.g., allowed, mandatory, prohibited)  on this usage case in TS22.234?
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
