Conclusion: S1-040329 was noted with modification (to include priority for mobile origination to Use Case #3). Delegates should use the draft as a basis for future contribution for the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR.

2.6.4 Next Steps
The meeting discussed the Multimedia Priority Service WID and requested contributions to the next SA1 meeting to progress work on this WID. In particular, Use Cases on priority for video services and MMS services would be useful. The meeting noted that clarification is needed on the existing Use Case #2 for the phrase "single media." In addition, the meeting discussed the need to examine the use of SIP proxy servers for MPS to assess whether priority could be supported through proxies.
For the Priority Service WID, the meeting determined that UMTS aspects of Priority Service should be examined. In addition, the meeting noted that a response from SERG concerning support for Priority Service and eMLPP has not been formally received.

The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work. The meeting agreed to:
