Document S1-050922 contained the actions from SA to SA1. The actions were reviewed and tasks issued accordingly. Those actions that required further work are itemised below.
Actions

A29-01: Network selection principles

TSG SA asked SA1 to remove from TR 22.811 some of the more technical description and hints to solutions.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting.

A29-02: multisystem terminals

TSG SA asked SA1 to clarify section 6.1 and possibly the definitions section of TR 22.936. It was also requested that care be taken to ensure work within SA1 is not duplicated across this WI and the work for Network Selection Principles.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting.

It was noted that these work items have been linked in the sense that Multi system is a building block of Networks Selection Principles. 

A29-03: Public warning system


The proposed study item description on public warning system requirements was sent back to SA1 for further revisions. A template for Study items has been made available. TSG SA asked SA1 to make the study more global and clarify the scope.

Buried for the time being: It was noted that some support has wained on this issue. There will not be a revision of this WI at this meeting and the work will be Euro-centric.
It was commented that there were inputs at SA and that maybe a new look at this should really be made on this. An input was provided in S1-051025 and will be dealt with in agenda item 9.3. 
A29-04: charging implications for SCUDIF

The proposed change request in document SP-050621 was agreed, however TSG SA requested SA1 to investigate more in detail the possible requirements for pre-paid charging.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see 6.2.3).

A29-05: automatic redialling exception for videotelephony 

The change request in SP-050504 was agreed in the meeting, however TSG SA asked SA1 to review the use case and check if the reason for change proposed actually matches the contents of the change request itself.  

Open: This was sent back to SA1 and was not implemented. Therefore, a new input is expected in 10.7.
A29-06: supplementary services in CSI

TSG SA asked to clarify the phrase “no impact” used to describe the interaction between CSI and supplementary services. It was also requested to clean up terminology (e.g. IMS component)

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051048 and S1-051017).

A29-07: CSI guidelines in SA4 document

SA1 was asked to analyse the annex on CSI service guidelines contained in a CR to the SA4 documentation (SP‑050429) and if appropriate to extract requirements not yet contained in the CSI stage 1. TSG SA asked SA1 to keep SA2 and SA4 informed of the decisions made. 

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051029 below).

A29-08: Identification of the UE based on the IMEI (LCS)

SP-050516 on IMEI identification for LCS has been sent back to SA1 for redrafting. TSG SA found the terminology used confusing and not accurate enough to give sufficient guidance for a correct implementation of the Stage 2 and Stage 3.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051030 below).

A29-09: Supplementary services in VCC

The change request 174 on supplementary services for VCC contained in the CR package SP‑050518 was agreed, however TSG SA asked to clarify the terminology “no impact” used in paragraph 21.1

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051123 in section 10.6).

A29-10: duplication of parameters for QoS profiling

The change request in SP-050635 on QoS profile was approved, however TSG SA asked to investigate whether it is necessary to have the parameters both in the USIM and in the ME as it is likely to cause problems. TSG SA noted that this type of check should always be done from now on whenever parameters are introduced on the UICC applications and/or the ME.

Open: 

A29-11: supplementary services for videotelephony

The technical report 22.903, presented for information was noted. TSG SA asked to review section 5.5 on supplementary services. 

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see section 10.7).

A29-12: HSDPA Indicator

There was a request from the TSG RAN Chairman for SA1 to clarify the user requirements for an indication by the UE of being within coverage of HSDPA. A CR was provided to the SA Plenary in SP-050634 but it was not agreed and sent to SA1 for further consideration. 

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051038 S1-050950 section 8).

A29-13: CS voice to PS voice handover performance requirements

SA1 and SA2 were asked to clarify the performance requirements for CS voice (over GERAN/UTRAN) to PS voice (VoIP over EUTRAN) handover. 

Note:
The current requirements within the AIPN stage 1 for the user to experience no interruption/disruption during handover and the reuse of VCC were highlighted during the SA Plenary. However, SA1 were encouraged to work with SA2 to clarify these requirements and provide appropriate performance requirements.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see S1-051039 section 10.1).

A29-14: IMS Support of Conferencing and Messaging Group Management

A work item to finalise the stage 3 aspects for IMS Support of Conferencing and Messaging Group Management was proposed in CN but not agreed due to confusion about the status of the stage 1 work. An LS has been sent from TSG CT (CP-050459) requesting appropriate clarification from SA1.

Closed: work is ongoing at this meeting (see section 6.2).

A29-15: Rel-7 service requirements freeze

The service requirements for Rel-7 were frozen at the SA Plenary apart from the following items proposed as exceptions within slide 33 the SA1 Status Report presentation (SP-050500):

· IMS Service brokering (follow-up of OSA service brokering)

· eCall requirements

· Network selection principles

· Study on Videotelephony teleservice

Note: 
It was decided that ‘enhancements to the EHPLMN’ was now complete and so is not contained within this list even though it was included within slide 33 of SP-050500.

The items in the list above may be considered has exceptions for late inclusion in Rel-7 but the decision on a definite Rel-7 exception list was postponed until the next meeting. Based on this SA1 was asked to represent an updated Rel-7 exception list proposal at the next SA Plenary.

[In practice this means that non-category F CRs and new TRs/TSs are allowed only for the work items above. Only Category F CRs are allowed for all other work items]

Closed:
work is ongoing at this meeting (see section 9.2). It was noted that the decision of what is in the exception list and what is out should be done on the basis of work at this meeting. This means, that potentially new items could be added to the exception list. 

As a general comment, it was noted that in the last SA, there were comments on the working procedures of SA1 and this was not really appropriate. It was stated that, in the future, any comment regarding the working procedures of SA1 shall first be brought up in SA1 for resolution. 

Document S1-051029 contained a CR to 22.279 on UE behaviour for simultaneous rendering of CS call and IMS media (Action A29-07 from SA#29). SA#29 postponed two CRs to TS 26.141and TS 26.235 (found in SP-050429) from SA4 due to the fact that stage 1 requirements was considered missing. This CR adds such a requirement to TS 22.279; i.e. the capabilitiy to simultaneously render certain media types of a CS call and IMS session may be limited by a UE and capability exchange alone may not be enough to resolve such conflicts.

It was questioned if this is the most appropriate place to make the change and if this should be done in this way. It was decided that this is the best place and way, but that the consequence if not accepted could be misleading. Based on this, the reason for change was revised to make it clearer that the consequence if not accepted would be incompatibility. 
It was revised to TD S1-051125 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 001.
Document S1-051030 contained a CR to 22.071-074r1 on Identification of the UE based on the IMEI. This CR is an update of S1-050908 which was sent back from SA#29 to SA1. SA#29 asked SA1 to replace the wording “ETSI market” and “ANSI market” with a more precise expresion and to not use the word “shall” in a note. According to the EU directive regarding the 112 emergency number, all the UE must be capable of being located, by the emergency LCS Client. The above statement includes also the SIM-less UE as well as the unauthorized UE. The specification for the moment only covers the 911 case. Besides, some clarifications are needed for both North America and E.U. regarding the identification of SIM-less UE.

Document S1-051091 contained a liaison statement on Requirements for using Cell Identity and Cell Type for charging and/or other services. SA2 are in the middle of a dialogue with GERAN and CT 4 with regard to the mechanism(s) that could be used to permit GGSN based PS domain differential charging for GAN and non-GAN cells. In conjunction with this, SA2 is asking SA1 some questions.
A response was provided in S1-051109 to answer the questions. It was commented that the response is good, but it was considered a bit premature since the answers are the view of one company and are not based yet on changes to the SA1 specifications.  Also, it was noted that SA5 are not being involved in the discussion and perhaps it should. 
Some of the answers are well defined and could be accepted now, but still some CRs are required. The issue was left open for the time being and S1-051109 was noted. 

AP 30-02
Chairman to contact the SA2 chairman to inform him that there is a support in SA1 to define Cell Identity and Cell Type for charging and/or other services, but at this time there are no CRs.

Document S1-051128 contained a liaison statement on the need of emergency sip uri. Essentially SA2 have noted that there are no requirements in 22.101 and are asking SA1 to investigate this. In the meantime, SA2 is also asking CT1 to look into the stage 3 on this issue.

It was commented that the requirement is that terminals bought elsewhere should actually have this SIP uri capability; i.e. if it is not supported in a particular network, it should be converted into something that the network can accept as an emergency call and there is a parameter that needs not to be updated for each network.

A CR to implement this was provided in S1-051130. There was some concern regarding the wording of the CR and why all the identifiers have to be maintained in the ME. It makes sense to keep these in the ME since it does not change as the country changes. However, there was some concern that there is only one identity and in the past, there were some problems with multiple identities for Emergency calls in the past. The note in 22.1.1 indicates that the call types are for FFS and there was some concern that this could limit it in the future. Also, in section 10.4 there was some confusion regarding setting up an Emergency call using Tel URIs or SIP URIs as per section 10.1.1. This could be confused as allowing, for instance, the number 112 to cause a SIP URI and not a Tel URI.
It was revised to S1-051219 and then to S1-051250. A point was made that emergency MMI has been replaced with emergency number and this could imply that an emergency button on the ME is not really allowed. This was not the intention. It was decided to leave it as it is; the subject of emergency calls will come up again in six months anyway.
It was revised to TD S1-051251 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 180. It was noted that this is based on work ongoing in SA2 and a comment should be inserted in the CR to say to SA, “don’t shoot the messenger”.
The reply liaison statement was provided in S1-051131. It was revised to S1-051253 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-051093 contained a liaison statement on Key establishment between a UICC and a terminal. In it SA3 describe that there is a need to establish a secure channel between a UICC and a terminal that may host the UICC or be connected to the device hosting the UICC via a local interface. SA1 is being asked to review the attached WID which is to be presented for approval at SA #30.
It was asked if there is any correlation between this and UE Spit. This was not really answered. It was also commented that there could be some synergy of this with Personal Network Management. There was some confusion as to what the requirement is; what the point of the WI is and what is required from SA1. 
The first thing to do is to clarify what this is all about. This could be done on the basis of use cases from SA1 with the question to SA3 if this was what was meant.
The response was provided in S1-051132. This subject was also brought up in the Personal Network Management SWG in section 10.8. It was asked if this work is related to an approved TS; this is what is implied by the liaison statement and it should not really give SA3 the go ahead. It was clarified that the status of the WI in SA3 is that it is merely in a draft form and is awaiting the the response from SA1 before being sent to SA by SA3 for approval. There is another issue on how this relates to the work in PNM. The liaison statement was split into two liaison statements provided in documents S1-051223 and S1-051224.
Document S1-051223 contained a liaison statement on Key establishment between a UICC and a terminal. It  was revised to S1-051247 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-051224 contained a LSs on PNPAN security considerations. It was revised to S1-051248 and then again to S1-051255 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-051084 contained a liaison statement on IMS Support of Conferencing and Messaging Group Management. Within CT WG1 a new work item on IMS Support of Conferencing and Messaging Group Management was proposed. CT are asking SA1 if the Rel-6 requirements should be in Rel-7 and if work should be started by other groups and if OMA should be involved.
It was noted that there are some mechanisms that exist such as the one for PoC in OMA. If 3GPP should decide to continue on this, then this should be done in light of the work in OMA to avoid overlap. It should be noted that the work has been based on requirements that have existed even prior to the start of OMA. Based on this, perhaps the requirements need to be maintained in SA1. However, there is a need to maintain a consistent set of specifications in the releases. 
Paul to take an action to sort this out and maintain a consistent TS set. 

A response to this was provided in S1-051134. There was some concern regarding the words “creation of OMA” and that this should be deleted. It was revised to S1-051252 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-051079 contained a liaison statement on Charging implications of SCUDIF. CT3 is asking SA1 to confirm/comment on some interpretations by CT3 on the SA1 LS in S1-050843 and to answer a question concerning the prepaid case. Further, CT3 is asking SA1 to consider clarifying the issues open to interpretations in the current requirements for the charging of SCUDIF calls.
Document S1-051106 contained a CR to 22.115 on the same subject. The last SA plenary approved CR 021rev1 directly proposed to the plenary, but also requested SA1 to review the CR since the current procedures do not give enough guidance on the information to be collected for charging. Furthermore, for a network-iniated service change it is preferable to charge the user who originally requested a multimedia call, rather than the user that accepts the network-initiated upgrade first. Otherwise user experience would be negatively impacted, as a user may (for a network-initiated service change to multimedia) or may not (for an user-initated service change to multimedia) be charged for the multimedia call when accepting a proposed service change to multimedia. This is difficult to explain to the user.
It was commented that it is not for SA1 to indicate who pays for what. It was answered that this was not what was intended. It was also noted that it may be better to put this in the table in 22.115 instead. The meeting went around in circles for a while. Essentially, the solution should be kept simple and the data should be collected to allow flexibility to the operator to determine who is charged for what. It was noted, though, that there was no comment by CT3 as to whether the complexity in the network is an issue and so possibly this is not an issue. 
A revision was provided in S1-051136. It was commented that the first two information bullets can be done with existing features and so are OK. For the third item, this could result in release compatibility and may not be possible with existing features. It was suggested that SA1 is not really capable to make these sort of determinations and it should be sent to CT3 for evaluation. Of course, it should be questioned if the third type of information should be collected. The answer was essentially yes, the operator do want it. It was asked why the existing text was deleted; the answer was that the existing text caused confusion and that a more general approach needed to be adopted.
It was suggested that this CR be agreed and that the answer to the question from CT3 would be given in the liaison statement. The CR was agreed with two objections. There was subsequent specific support for the CR.  The objection was based on the two fact that the removal of requirements that support some essential charging scenario alternatives. This CR also does not provide an answer to the CT3 liaison statement as well as the SA request to clarify the SCUDIF charging requirements. 
It was revised to TD S1-051238 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 022 with two objections.
There was also a proposed response back was provided in S1-051061. Based on the discussion on the CR, it was postponed. After the CR was agreed (with objections) the liaison statement was re-addressed. There was some confusion as to what was being asked by CT3. It was revised to S1-051239. There was a comment that there is is implication that SA1 is determining who is charged for what and there was also concern regarding this. It was revised to S1-051249. It was agreed to send this liaison statement.

CT6 is also asking CT1 to colaborate with OMA-DM to fulfil the requirements. It was noted. 

Document S1-051082 contained a liaison statement on Assignment of IMPU Records in EFIMPU. CT6 is making CT4, SA1 and SA2 aware of a potential issue regarding the handling of IMS Public Identities (IMPUs) in the ISIM and is seeking guidance from the addressed committees regarding our interpretation of this issue and the best way forward.
A response from SA2 was provided in S1-051092 explaining why, regarding the ISIM, there is no need to associate records within EFIMPU with a particular IMS service or service profile.
It was decided to follow the advice of SA2 and not send a response back saying so.  Rather, the CT6 chairman was made aware of the response.

Document S1-051077 contained a liaison statement from TISPAN regarding Presence. TISPAN would like to endorse 22.141 on Presence and hence have reviewed it. However, TISPAN has found that it is very wireless specific. Hence, TISPAN WG1 have prepared a Change Request form for consideration to progress Presence as general service applicable to both wireless and wired-line environments.
It was noted that the CR should be based on release 7 and not release 6. A question was how TISPAN is using 3GPP TSs and how this relates to the work in 3G. It was answered that this should be reviewed rather as making the TS more generic. Of course, there is such a thing in the TS as a 3GPP subscriber and it is not certain what a Generic Subscriber is. A warning was made that, whilst this is supported, SA1 should be aware that some careful thought needs to be applied as to how this will be done in the future. This is really an issue for SA since it should apply to all groups where TSs exist that TISPAN may wish to endorse.

The revision of the CR was provided in document S1-051137. There was some hesitation regarding the defnintion or what was a subscriber (in particular the deletion of 3GPP in “3GPP subscriber”. There are some clear definitions on what is a 3GPP subscriber and by deleting it would subvert what is a subscriber is. 
It was revised to TD S1-051225 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 022.
A response liaison statement to TISPAN was provided in S1-051138. Essentially, the liaison statement is highlighting the issue of how TSs will be shared between 3GPP and ETSI TISPAN. It was revised to S1-051126 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 

Document S1-051086 also contained a liaison statement from TISPAN, but WG1 this time. TISPAN WG1 is currently producing service descriptions for IP-based SMS and MMS (applicable to both IMS and Non-IMS networks) and are asking for comments on the attached documents, which is intended to be approved at their December meeting. 
There was a question regarding the user of non-IMS networks referred-to in the MMS TS (at least). Also, there is a reference to MMS in 3GPP, but it was understood that MMS has been handed to OMA. Hence, it may be difficult to harmonise the two stage ones in IMS. Of course, there does not appear to any work on SMS and IMS over IMS in 3GPP. This could be a misunderstanding since there is some work in SA2 on MMS over IMS bearers, but no work in SA1. It was suggested that this should be pointed out, and if companies wish to make some comments on the documents, then these will be included. 

The response was provided in document S1-051139. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-051088 contained a liaison statement requesting information and review of WLAN service configuration parameters for mobile device provisioning and management purposes. Currently OMA DM WG is planning to specify solutions to provision and manage different wireless bearers configuration parameters such as 3GPP Packet Switched Data, 3GPP Circuit Switched Data, 3GPP2 CDMA Packet Data etc. To grow the coverage of the different bearers OMA DM WG would also like to make sure that WLAN service configuration related parameters in the mobile device can be provisioned and managed. 
OMA DM is aware that 3GPP has developed some solutions involving WLAN settings but the use case that OMA DM also wishes to fulfil is a typical enterprise use case where a mobile device is provisioned with WLAN settings that can’t be currently seen by the Device Management Server and that have to be provisioned by other means. For this reason it has been suggested to define WLAN service configuration parameters for OMA Client Provisioning and OMA Device Management technologies.

Since the only SA1 TS referred-to is 22.234, and since even then the parameters defined in the liaison statement are not under SA1 control, it was decided to note this document. 

Document S1-051085 contained a liaison statement to SA1 on Steering of Roaming (SoR) requirements for network selection principles. IREG note that many operators have implemented “Steering of Roaming” mechanisms. In light of some problems with this, IREG is asking SA1 to include in the “network selection new principles” (ref TR22.811) some requirements so the VPLMN selection is dynamically performed and dynamically tuned by the HPLMN.
It was commented that in some cases the co-ordination within companies between different for a is not completed and so it was asked that when this document is dealt with in the NSP SWG, some people from the same company as the author of this liaison statement are present. It was also noted that the NSP TR already contains some text that would appear to cover (at least partially) what is being requested by IREG.
Another point was that there are a number of proprietary systems for this since there is a need for this and this is why SA1 are being approached to make this more generic.

Document S1-051229 contained a liaison statement from SCaG. At present, the GSM Association is working on a project named Integrated Messaging. Its scope is to specify a client, on the handset, that will provide a single and simplified user interface for existing messaging services, i.e. the user will be offered a unique interface independently if he has to compose or read SMSs, MMSs, e-mails or instant messages. 
SCaG would therefore ask the following actions to 3GPP-SA1:

-
To consider favourably the addition of instant messaging addresses into the USIM phonebook.

-
To consider favourably the approval of the attached CR proposal on TS 21.111.
Of course, 21.111 is under the control of CT6 and another point could be to reclaim the control of this. 

It was commented that the scope of the work in the GSMA was limited to SMS and MMS and does not include email or instant messaging. This was refuted based on the latest GSMA GA. Anyway, this is not our problem.
Now the best that SA1 can do is to endorse the CR in a liaison statement to CT6. At the end of the day, CT6 is not really supposed to invent its own requirements; these should really come from SA1. Another point was that there is no standardised format for instant message addresses and so it is not clear what being asked for.
A response was provided in draft S1-051230. There was a comment that the document did not reflect the decision was in the meeting. The issue was that it is not clear what is being asked-for or is being agreed-to. It would appear that there is a request to put in the USIM address book proprietary address schemes and this is not acceptable.  It was agreed to send this liaison statement as S1-051230.

Document S1-050994 contained a CR to 22.078 on correction to trunk originated dialled services. During the elaboration of stage 2/ 3 procedures it was decided that it is more transparent to apply TO-CSI at DP2 and to utilise N-CSI for trunk originated dialled services at DP3.
It was revised to TD S1-051144 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 192.
Document S1-051054 contained a CR to 22.101 to correct a reference to OMA DM and Client Provisioning. It was noted that since this is a reference to a specific version, then if OMA create a later version, then the reference remains to the old version. It was clarified that the old version is not deleted in the OMA and so this is still possible. 

It was revised to TD S1-051145 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 176.

Document S1-050998 contained a CR to 22.246 on enabling IMS to use the MBMS bearer service. In current MBMS architecture, the service model of server-to-user is applied to provide all media applications, i.e. the MBMS server (BM-SC) provides IP broadcast or multicast media data to the users. Users will not be satisfied with the single service model of server-to-user due to the fast development of multimedia applications. IMS provides a flexible way of session control and call processing mechanism which enables not only the typical server-to-user service model but also the user-to-user service model for MBMS. It was noted that the CR to 22.228 to allow IMS to use multicast capabilities of the network has been approved and therefore this CR may not be necessary.
It was commented that this is a release 6 CR and should be at least Rel-7. It was also proposed to replace IMS user with IMS application. It was noted that in the WI, it is stated that IMS is to use the MBMS transport services; i.e. the MBMS application use the IMS as a bearer. There was some concern regarding this from some quarters based on that this is not an alignment on what was agreed last time. The answer was that the revision will be made compatible. It was revised to S1-051154. There were some minor comments and it was revised to TD S1-051233 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 046.
Document S1-051038 contained a discussion document on an HSDPA indicator. At RAN#29, a CR to TS 25.331 version 6.6.0 introducing an indicator in the System Information IE to notify a UE of a given cell’s HSDPA capability was tabled (RP-050592; source: Vodafone, Siemens, Cingular). It was however not possible to reach consensus within RAN about this proposal, and the outcome of the RAN discussion was to ask SA and eventually SA1 for guidance since the dispute was not about the CR’s technical correctness which admittedly wasn’t questioned by anybody but whether such an indication is useful or not from an end user’s and operator’s point of view. The CR was then noted. In addition another CR to TS 22.101 version 6.10.0 was provided to SA #29; this CR proposed an extension to the normative annex A Description of optional user equipment features by adding a section A.9a on HSDPA Service Indicator (HSI) and it too referred to SA1. So consequently, the subject found itself here in SA1 and the upshot of the contribution was that a proposal to discard the CRs introducing an HSDPA indication.

An opposing view was provided in S1-050950. It was suggested in document S1-050950 in which SA1 is invited to respond to TSG RAN that there is no need to update the current generic text in TS 22.101. The current text provides sufficient guidance on service requirements for all technical provisions to make indicators on a per network capability basis available. The capability to make an indicator for HSDPA available is covered with the current stage 1 text. 
It was asked a good summary was that some operators see this as a valuable thing for their subscribers and others see this as confusing to its customers. There was at least one confirmation of this summary, but it was also stated that this is just one facet. Of course this could lead to lots of indicators leading to confusion of the user. Another point was that it is not really for SA1 to define the indications that give information to the subscribers; this is up to the manufacturers. Of course, there is no requirement for a GPRS (or even gprs) indicator. The question is if an HSDPA indicator is required; one operator indicated yes. 
There was confirmation that the CR to RAN was technically correct and this was not an obstacle to implementing the solution. After all, it is optional and can be implemented or not. Indeed, in this solution the operator can use it or not. There was a question as to whether this would use radio resources. The answer was that yes of course it would, but that it is insignificant.
Another question raised again, was the proliferation of indicators and if the scope should be broadened to allow other indicators. 

There would appear to be only one operator against this. Others either don’t care or would support it. 
So, leading on from this, it was asked if a CR is required to implement this. A candidate was supplied to SA in SP-050634. However, an SA1 specific one was provided in document S1-051159. There were a few comments particularly if this is a correction or not; in particular T-Mobile raised concerns that this is a correction..After a long debate it was decided to present CRs to SA as corrections to Rel-6 and Rel-7. SA will decide if the correction for Rel-6 is acceptable or not.

It was revised to TD S1-051235 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 175r2. A mirror was provided in S1-051236 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 179.
Document S1-051071 contained a CR on Addition of missing abbreviations in TS 22.234. It was commented that the abbreviations are already in 21.905 and normally there is some text in the TS to refer to 21.905. However, this is not in 22.234 and so a CR is probably required to do this. A CR for this was provided in document S1-051160. It was revised to TD S1-051234 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 019. 
Document S1-050999 contained a discussion document on a lower priority for data service. The network supports the use of talker priorities in VGCS, such as normal, privileged and emergency. But these priorities are all used in the uplink request for talking, and there is not a dedicated priority for the uplink request for sending non-voice data. Uplink requests with a normal priority can not override any subscriber, even when the uplink is occupied to send non-voice data. Usually, voice service should have a higher priority than non-voice service in any cases. In this document, Huawei proposes a new priority lower than normal used for the uplink request for non-voice service only in VGCS. 

The CR to implement this proposal was provided in document S1-051000. When the uplink of the group call channel is free, it can be used by any service subscriber to send some non-voice data. But if the uplink is occupied to send non-voice data, other uplink requests for voice service may be disturbed.
Document S1-051142 contained another document which discusses the introduction of a common data service to the VGCS. The upshot of this would be to have a new chapter in the TS to capture this rather than the CR in S1-051000. 
Some other companies shared concern over the CR and there was some support for the Nortel way forward in S1-051142. It would be better to do this as a new WI. Therefore, document S1-050999 was noted, document S1-051000 was not agreed and document S1-051142 was agreed as the way forward in terms of a WI.  Also, documents S1-051002 and S1-051003 were noted as a result of this.
Document S1-051004 contained a CR to 22.246 on Higher MBMS bit-rate services. In the near future, with the increasing deployment of MBMS, users shall expect to experience diversified services with high quality. Thus MBMS should provide higher bit-rates for applications like digital TV etc..
It was asked what radio access this will be used for this; 2MBS is a user rate and the actual rate with overhead would have to be higher. If it is expected to be run over WLAN, then modifications of the WLAN air interface are out of the scope of 3GPP. 

There was some concern that with the current architecture this is not achievable. The impacts on the radio side are great to allow this. This could be a post release 7 work item, perhaps LTE. Of course this could be a low bit rate value for LTE. Perhaps it is better to have this as a CR to Rel-7 and allow SA to decide what which release it should go into. Another suggestion may be to send a request to RAN to find out if it is possible with the current layer 1. 
It was clarified that this is intended for UTRAN and so it would be beneficial to get the view of RAN on what can be provided. Document S1-051004 was noted to be included in LS in S1-051228.

 A liaison statement was elaborated in document S1-051228.
Document S1-051010 contained a CR on MBMS User Service Requirements - Generic IP Accesses Support. MBMS reception over generic IP accesses is almost indispensable for operators who are about to deploy MBMS services. It is envisaged that many operators would own both PLMN and IP networks, so it is important the user is able to continue receiving MBMS services while moving into other IP accesses than UTRAN and GERAN. Since some IP accesses may have multicast or broadcast capabilities while other don’t, different procedures are expected. It seems that seamless service provision during handover is difficult to achieve in this stage, but obviously, it shall be possible to receive the services after successful handover. It was decided to also include this CR in the liaison statement in S1-051228.
The liaison statement in S1-051228. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-051115 conatined a proposal for a new requirement on the provision of a MVNO Identifier. To better handle and delineate virtual operators on the networks. It is proposed that an MVNO Identifier be added to the subscriber information held in the HLR/HSS. It is envisaged that, in addition to the MSC, the MVNO Identifier will be downloaded to the SGSN and sent to the GGSN via GTP-C. The MVNO Identifier will be used with RADIUS, DIAMETER and for charging purposes; it should also be used with CAMEL. There are many services that need to be differentiated and so the MVNO Identifier may be sent to several other entities, including but not limited to, the MMSC, SMSC, Lawful Intercept equipment, etc. It is also thought that the MVNO Identifier might be used by the Radio Access Network to control user priority access to the RAN for e.g. congestion control, and/or to manage neighbour lists and measurements in the UE.

There was some interest in pursuing this. It was noted that when this comes back it currently contains priority access to RAN and there already is a proposal for priority access as part of the NSP work. This should really be taken into account. The document was noted for the time being. Some CRs or a WI are expected at the next meeting. 
Document S1-051126 contained a CR to 22.101 on Priority of parameters stored on the USIM. Provisioning of parameters in the USIM using OMA CP and DM format has recently been introduced. However, there is no indication on the behaviour to follow when similar parameters are stored elsewhere in the UE for the same functionality. This can lead to interoperability problems for an application when the UEs having this application are applying different priority rules. Different users may have different behaviours or errors as the parameters used for the application may not be the one set by the operator for an optimized usage.
It was commented that this does not appear to be the same as the orginal proposal made at the same time as the CR at the last meeting. The first sentence would appear to put in general network access parameters and there will always be times where there will be default parameters stored on the ME. In cases like this it is normal that if there are no parameters in the USIM then those on the UE would take precedence and this is an accepted principle. Based on this, the CR is not acceptable. Also, if the changes on the UE are changed, then this would mean that the changes are essentially lost. It would appear that there are mechanisms to allow this and this just adds an extra one which, allegedly, has some limitations. However, there was some support also for this for customer care work. 
It became clear that the CR would not be acceptable at this time. However, there was asked if it could be acknowledged that there appears to be a problem with prioritisation of parameters on the USIM and the UE. The document was noted at this meeting and some discussion is expected on the email list.

Document S1-051031 contained a document on the result of e-mail discussion on e-Call. The changes made as a result of the e-mail discussion, have been consolidated with the minor changes that were made prior to the e-mail discussion. These are included in the draft document that is part of the zip file containing V0.0.2 of 22.967. 
There was a proposal to send this to SA for information since there is a meeting in ETSI to be held in mid November and having this more publicised would be a good thing. It was noted that the requirements really should come from EMTEL. This was noted and it was commented that this was as far as SA1 can go on this at the moment and this issue would need to be picked up by operators to progress it further. A revision was provided in S1-051155 containing the cover page.

This is not actually true and so some clarification is required. Also, there were some issues regarding where the 4 seconds came from in the first place. This could cause some confusion in EMTEL. It was decided to put more information in the cover page regarding this.

Document S1-051116 contained a presentation on Fixed Mobile Convergence Aliance (FMCA) and the colaboration with SA1. 
The point of the presentation was to raise the awareness of SA1 on the work going on the FMCA. As stated before, the intention is comply with SA1 specifications and to set up a working relationship with SA1 so FMCA can contribute to existing and emerging specifications.

It was asked if there will be inputs from FMCA or whether it will come from individual members. The answer was that it will come FMCA, which lead to the comment that this could be a problem if some of the FMCA members are not members of 3GPP. 

A comment was that it is expected that some of the inputs are being completed soon in 3G and so the timescale for FMCA is very tight. 

Another question is if the input will be via the FMCA or if other groups will be contacted directly. The answer is that SA1 is the start and this is a move in the right direction. It is expected that FMCA will feel its way into 3GPP. 

Regarding the WiFi network, on slide 21 there is some text indicating that emergency calls should be directed to the correct PSAP. It was asked how this would be done. The answer was that this is a large piece of work and is ongoing. 
Another point made was that this has some synergy with other NGN networks such as TISPAN and it was asked how the FMCA will relate to these groups. The answer was that there is work ongoing to feed into these groups also and there are representatives in place for some of these groups. It was noted that the FMCA is not yet on the liaisons list for 3GPP, but this is work in progress in the PCG; if not already requested the chairman of SA will request it of the PCG. 
The chairman thanked Mr Rodrigo Donazzolo from BT for the presentation.

Document S1-050972 contained a draft 22.868 V0.0.0 on Machine to Machine Communication. It was noted as the basis for continuing work. However, document contained an update (V0.1.0) with some real text in it. A review was done on line and comments were collected. 
There was a comment regarding 5.2.2 and the proposal that a UICC/SIM may not be not be feasible. In particular this is not acceptable or, as one delegate put it “this dog don’t hunt!”; subsequently it was noted that the dog not only does not hunt, but is probably dead. The answer was that this could be considered as a special case, since up to now the concept of removing the need for a physical UICC was based on human-to-human communication. It was stated categorically by the delegate from 3 that removing the need for a physical UICC/SIM is simply not acceptable and will not be considered even for a study item. The section 5.2.2 was requested to be removed. This aspect is also not mentioned in the Study Item Description. If it had been it is likely that there would have been objections to its approval at SA#29.
Another document (S1-051049) contained some text regarding security. In addition to some general concepts on security, the requirement for a physical UICC/SIM was reiterated. The document was noted, nonetheless.
A new version 0.2.0 was provided without section 5.2.2 and the last paragraph of 5.4.

Document S1-05 1017 contained a CR to TS22.279 for correction of the term in response to an action from SA (29.06). Overall TS 22.279 uses unclear and ununited terms such like ‘components’ which may cause the confusion. Thus, in this CR, we propose the proper terms instead of it. In addition, for the combinational service the user needs the subscription for CS call and IMS access not the one for voice call and IMS access described in section 4 of this TS. Thus, we also propose to correct this.
It was asked if the term “IMS sessions” rather than “IMS component” is correct as used in this proposal. It was answered that this was done for consistency and was the term adopted. It does not necessarily make it any clearer. In SA2, the term used in “IMS Service”. There was some twisted rationale regarding the use of session and components, but no-one could determine what it was. Another comment was that in 22.228 there is an implication that session refers really to SIP Session, although it is not explicitly stated. It was revised to TD S1-051148 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 002.

Document S1-051048 contained a CR to 22.279, clarification of supplementary services requirements for CSICS (action A29-06) where there are some unclear requirements concerning supplementary services. It was revised to S1-051149 prior to presentation.
It was commented that this was a good contribution. On the cover sheet, there are no other affect specifications and there is some text regarding user-to-user signalling 1 which may not fulfil this. In the stage 2, UUS1 is being used without the limit to the number of bytes and this now limits it. Now there is nothing to stop UUS1 to be used for both situations, but at least the other groups need to be informed just in case. 
There was some discussion regarding UUS1 requirement.  It was pointed out that if UUS1 is to work "as is" then there are impacts on stage 2 and stage 3.  Was further stated that if SA2 choose to use UUS1 and this impacts UUS1 service, SA2 should inform SA1 of this decision.

Also, another change was made to make UUS3 consistent with UUS1 as UUS2 is. 
It was revised to TD S1-051152 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 003.
Document S1-051011 contained a CR to 22.279 on requirement for a Multi-user Scenario on CSICS. Since CSICS can allow user establish a combinational call between two parties, it can make the cs call more interesting by sharing the  user’s experience, such as living video, picture.  Also in some user cases, the caller will want to share, not only to one person, but also the friends in a group. It was considered that, whilst this may be a good idea, a simple change such as this one could be problematical at this time. It was noted that perhaps this is being done elsewhere such as POC2.
The meeting considered that this is useful, but not for the Rel-7 timescale. The author was invited to develop the requirement for the next meeting with more details. This could be done in a new section on Multi-user/party service. It was noted.

Document S1-051052 contained a proposed IMS Service Brokering enhancements WID. 3GPP has adopted the approach of creating a number of IMS enablers that can be used by a number of services.  The success of this has been demonstrated through the adoption of the IMS by other standardisation bodies (e.g. TISPAN, OMA, ….).  Various technical IMS specifications provide the ability to sequence invocations of IP Multimedia Applications or their servers.  Being able to statically sequence handing off session control to individual applications or their servers is not sufficient. Use cases exist where applying only this static means would result in an undesirable service experience for the user. It was announced that apart from those already listed as supporting the WI, KPN, IBM, Sun and Aepona support the work item. 
It was asked how realistic the timescales are on this; is there a lot of work to be done or not. This is a particular issue with respect to the timescales for SA2. It was decided that this should be deleted. Another question was what the undesirable service experience for the user is. The answer was found in the SA document SP-050532. 
Lucent stated a preference for a TR but possibly not in SA1 and pointed out that 23.228 is not the correct TS for this work. The comments were noted but seen as SA2 issues. It was agreed that SA1 chair will point out to SA2 that the SA2 Service Broker TS/TR discussion needs to be held.

It was revised to S1-051222 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 

Now the first part of the work was a CR in S1-051053. Multiple applications, using different technologies (SIP-AS, OSA, IM SSF), can interwork to offer a service.  Controlling the sequence of these applications is key in order to provide a coherent and consistent service experience.  This requirement seeks to increase the control an operator has over fine-grained applications. 
There was some text  indicating that support involves knowing which applications are to be invoked per subscriber, and it is is not sure how the future could be determined. This was changed. Also, it is not sure what the interactions are between. The answer was that it was between applications.
It was revised to TD S1-051232 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 036.
Document S1-051013 contained a presentation along with new WI 'Network Composition'. The proposal is to explore the feasibility of a uniform procedure for the integration of, and the interworking with, the large variety of heterogeneous network types, including access networks, PANs and others. The goal is to avoid the need for defining a new procedure for integration / interworking with each newly emerging network type. This uniform procedure is called network composition.

On slide 16 there is a reference to Ambient networks and it was asked if this is the sole trigger or if other bodies will be included in this WI. The answer was that it is intended to be global.  Another question was if this was related to multi-system and the answer appear to be yes, but that this could be checked. Even so, the elements of this are not covered in multi-system. 

The WI was provided in S1-051012. It was revised to S1-051231 and then to S1-051256 to add a “real” person. It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Document S1-051025 contained a document on an Alternative Concept on Emergency Alert Service. In essence, Cell Broadcast could be one solution but there are some big disadvantages (e.g. power consumption, user interface). This contribution, for discussion, proposes an alternate solution for public alert service. 
It was commented that there appears to be some activity on the email leading up to a solution based on SMS CB. However, an alternative is available and this document is an example. It was asked if this would work with legacy mobiles and the answer was no. Even so, SMS CB is not on all legacy mobiles or, if it is, then is turned off. SA sent this back to SA1 to make it more generic and not to point to the solution the name of which the chairman did not want to hear. It was also clarified that 3GPP should be aware of the wider scope and at least be aware of the end-to-end solution even if it is not in the scope of 3GPP. 
A comment on this document was provided in S1-051120. It is surprising that there are so many technical solutions when there is no WI at this time. 
It was commented that the best option is to have a global solution, but clearly, some regions are not ready to provide the regulations and so there are different timescales. This means that either those regions with short timescales go ahead with a regional solution (which means that all other regions will need to do the same in the future) or the work is held up until all regions can supply their requirements, or those regions who are not ready be prompted to take part.

What it comes down to is whether a WI is required or not. We can collect requirements in SA1 which is a global body and is well place to collection requirements. 
A precedent for this is the priority work where a region had a requirement which was brought to 3GPP and turned in global solution. However, at the time, other regions were asked if there were requirements and, at the time, the answer was no. Therefore, the regional requirements become global ones. 

But this does not alter the fact that there is a solution is being proposed in CT and this is not what should be done.

It was finally decided that people should have a think and perhaps a new WI may result. Hence, S1-051025 and S1-051120 were noted.

Originally, since there were just a few documents for VCC, it was suggested that the documents be held in plenary. This was done, but there were a number of revisions of documents as described in the table above. 
Document S1-051140 contained a CR to 22.101 on clarification of supplementary services requirements for VCC. This was an action from SA (A29-09) to write some more text to describe the true interactions. 

There was a comment that there may be some issue with the mutliparty section. Also in 21.2.3 there is a reference to Call Waiting and if it is possible to have more than one call waiting in CS. It is not possible to have more than one CW in CS, but it is possible to have more than one in IMS. This begs the question what would happen when an IMS with more than one CW is dropped back to CS. It was commented that in the IMS, the most that can be said is that it should work as it is implemented in the IMS. However, this text refers to the working in CS and so since this is not defined in IMS, no text can be inserted. 
On CLI, there is some text “this shall not change” and it was asked what this meant; what shall not change? It was clarified that what was intended was that CLI can be enabled or not in CS and it is this setting that does not change in IMS. A similar scenario would apply for CF when subscriber busy where if a call is moved to IMS, then the forwarding settings for CS are imported into IMS with the call even if the subscription settings are different. It was questioned if this is in line with SA2. The answer was that it is clear that we are still working on the requirements and so it is not too late for SA2 to change.
Document S1-051151 contained a clarification of VCC Triggers. The CR removes of some examples of VCC triggers, and adds a clarifying sentence regarding operator policies to be taken into account for VCC. 
It was asked what QoS means in this CR. Perhaps it would be better to put in an example such as “Support of QoS in the PS domain”. This was done. Another question was if there is an operator policy and a user preference, which takes precedence?
Finally, a SWG meeting was finally held.
The report of the Voice Call Continuity SWG held in during this meeting was provided in document S1-051112 XE "S1-040481" . and a summary presentation was provided in document S1-051113 XE "S1-040481" . The presentation was noted and the report was approved.
