IMS Service Continuity and Inter UE Transfer

7.14.1
IMS Service Continuity
The continuity of multimedia services refers to the capability of continuing ongoing IMS communication sessions across different access networks and/or across different user equipments (UEs) under the control of a user and while providing continuous service experience to the user.

The main need for such continuity arises because IMS UEs can connect to a variety of access networks and the user may want to transfer the media, or the complete communication session, across different UEs to best meet his communication preferences.

The IMS system shall be able to provide multimedia session continuity:

(i) between 3GPP access systems (3GPP IP-CANs),

(ii) between a 3GPP IP-CAN and a non-3GPP IP-CAN (e.g. fixed line connectivity).

(iii) between non-3GPP IP-CANs

IMS Inter UE Transfer 

· IMS shall support the capability to transfer/retrieve media components across different UEs under the control of a user and while providing continuous service experience to the user.

· IMS shall support the capability to transfer some or all media components and the service control to the target UE.

· IMS shall support the capability to transfer some or all media components to the target UE whilst keeping the service control in the source UE.
· It shall be possible to perform Inter UE Transfer whether the access network is connected to an Evolved Packet Core or not.
· It shall be possible to perform Inter UE Transfer using 3GPP access systems and/or non-3GPP access systems to gain access to the IMS core network.
· It shall be possible to provide IMS Service Continuity when the session is transferred between UEs of different capabilities (e.g. display resolutions, codecs, video encoding and decoding capabilities, and access network data rate, etc.).
· It shall be possible for the source UE to initiate Inter UE Transfer based on session transfer policies provided by operators.
An IMS user shall be able to control media components of a multimedia session between different UEs as following:
(i) Transfer/retrieve some or all media components of an ongoing multimedia session between different UEs. 
a. Transfer some or all media components while retaining the service control in the source UE. 

b. Transfer zero or more media components and the service control to the target UE. 
(ii) Transfer some or all media components of an ongoing IMS session to different UEs after an Inter UE Transfer.
(iii) Transfer some or all media components of an ongoing IMS session to an ongoing session in a different UE or to new session on a different UE.
Note: The case where the different UEs do not share the same IMS subscribtion is FFS
7.14.3
IMS Inter UE Additional Functionality 

IMS shall support the capability to add /delete media components across different UEs under the control of a user and while providing continuous service experience to the user.

An IMS user shall be able to control media components of a multimedia session between different UEs as following:

(i) Add new media components to different UEs.

(ii) Remove media components of an ongoing multimedia session from different UEs.
