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Introduction
Application server carrying various services and also other network elements could be simplified, the number of different interfaces and protocols to be supported could be reduced in case user data for a respective service can be fetched from a single source even the origin of this data might be scattered among several network elements and servers. UDC could act to gather such data from those sources on behalf of the service, saving CAPEX, OPEX and reducing complexity.
SWG UDC is invited to add a respective paragraph.

Proposal

The following text is proposed to add to TR22.985.
6.9 Data federation

Some services may depend on user data scattered over UDC and other network elements. UDC should provide the ability to access necessary network elements to fetch user data on behalf of these services. They just access to UDC to acquire user data without perceiving where these data is located. In case that UDC federates data in other network elements, it should make use of the existing interfaces, i.e. the data federation function should minimize the impact on those Network Elements in which the data is located.
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
