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1. Introduction
According to the agreed WID for the EVS study item [1], use cases are an essential part of the EVS study item. The current draft TR 22.813 comprises a set of use cases in Section 5 and three high-level system and service requirements defined in Section 6 (quality, efficiency, interoperability). The Source fully supports the already defined use cases and requirements, which are important for future high quality/high efficiency audio services over EPS.

The source believes the current SA1 text in TR 22.813 represents a good and sufficient basis for SA4 to elaborate high-level codec requirements and terminate the EVS study item in the Release 9 time frame.

2. Proposal for draft TR 22.813 and conclusion 
It is proposed that SA1 terminates and closes its work on use cases and requirements for EVS in TR 22.813 and send an LS to SA and SA4 groups to officially transfer the work and related TR under SA4 leadership to focus on the remaining parts, i.e. high-level codec requirements and analysis of existing codecs.
