Introduction

Users that belong to a CSG may be provided preferential charging rates, for example a “Home Zone” tariff. Hence, the user needs to know when he is in the coverage area of a CSG cell in which he is a member. This will make it clear to the user that he is in the “Home Zone” and will get cheap calls.
The aim of this document is to propose that the existing requirement for CSG indication is hardened so that users shall get an indication when the UE is camped on a CSG cell that matches a CSG ID in the whitelist.

Display requirements

5.4.1
CSG indication

It shall be possible to provide to users a CSG indication that indicates when they are camped on a CSG cell that provides a CSG identity that is part of the UE whitelist. It shall be possible for the Operator to configure the CSG indication provided to the user. The CSG indication shall indicate to the user the category of the CSG he is camped on (e.g. Home, Campus). The CSG indication shall be in a human readable form. It shall be possible to store the CSG Indication in the UICC in text and/or graphic format. 

The CSG Indication may be stored optionally in the ME. If the CSG Indication is present in the UICC, the CSG Indication in the ME shall be ignored. 

It shall be possible to associate each CSG Indication to each of the CSG identities contained in the CSG white list. 

Note: The CSG Indication is necessary so that the user knows for example when he is in "Home" or in "Campus" coverage. This would provide the user with a reliable indication on the billing mode (e.g. "Home" or "Campus"). The HNB Name cannot be used for this purpose as the operator is not supposed to ensure its uniqueness and a consistent naming scheme.
