Background

TS 22.895:  Study on Service Aspects of integration of Single Sign-On (SSO) frameworks with 3GPP operator controlled resources and mechanisms, was accepted at SA 49 for Release 11 in September 2010.  This contribution proposes high level requirements for discussion.

High-level requirements – user and operational aspects

The Single Sign-On System shall be capable of accommodating a variety of different authentication mechanisms and credentials, thus providing access to wide variety of 3rd party web services and Operator services.

The Single Sign-On System shall provide efficient, seamless, transparent access on behalf of the user to web services across 3GPP domains (IMS and non-IMS domains) and outside of the Operator’s domain, without additional user intervention.

The Single Sign-On System integration shall provide minimal 3GPP network signalling traffic and overhead. 
The Single Sign-On System shall not require modifications to the 3rd party web service (RP).

The Single Sign-On System shall support the efficient integration of Open ID as part of the SSO framework.  

The Single Sign-On System shall provide for efficient usage of system resources, especially of radio resources through both signalling and transport optimization, e.g. overhead, terminal power, radio resources, mobility state, signalling load.

The Single Sign-On System shall support efficient delivery and usage of UE based user credentials.
The Single Sign-On System shall support signing on to multiple services transparently to the user 

The Single Sign-On System shall support a single persistent online identity to be used across multiple web services.
