2. What are the security, reliability, and priority handling requirements alternatives to E.164 for machine-type communications?

Any alternative addressing scheme should provide the same level of security and reliability as the current addressing schemes. An alternative scheme should support priority working.

Any alternative addressing scheme should allow the addressing of the MTC device and/or USIM for software updates. This includes new device software (e.g. operating system, applications) and updates to the USIM using the existing remote update mechnisms. It should also allow access for controlling the MTC device (e.g. ability to switch the MTC device on/off, control its use).
