7.11
Switching to Off-Network MCPTT

An MCPTT UE shall be capable of automatically switching to a ProSe direct communications path for use of MCPTT when detecting an off-network (out of coverage) condition.

A means shall be provided for an authorized MCPTT User to be able to manually switch between On-Network operation and a ProSe direct communication path for use of Off-Network MCPTT Communications while in or out of network coverage.



NOTE: 
As indicated in TS22.278 [5] clause 7A.2, only users of Public Safety ProSe-enabled UEs are able to select (perform a manual switch to) a ProSe Direct Communication path. Selecting (performing a manual switch to) a ProSe Direct Communication path is subject to operator policy and /or network authorization.
