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Abstract: The purpose of this contribution is allow greater flexibility in the way that groups can be used, because at the moment there is a restriction on the number of groups that can be Selected. Also this contribution adds additional requirements to help manage their users use of the system.
Discussion:

In section 5.1.5 there are the following 3 requirements:

· The MCPTT service shall support an MCPTT User's ability to affiliate to one or more MCPTT Groups.
· An MCPTT User may simultaneously be an MCPTT Group Member of one or more MCPTT Groups.
· The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Group Member to select zero or one Selected MCPTT Group. 

So at the moment there is a restriction on only being able to select one MCPTT Group, however in the ESMCP User Requirements our users set no such limit.The rationale for not setting a limit was that our user requirements cover requirements for a range of users including Dispatchers (see S1-144205- Dispatcher Interface) who might have consoles, so it was felt that having multiple Selected (Active) Groups would be useful to permit in the system to allow a user to talk to and transmit to multiple groups without having to patch the groups together. The practicalities of this might be different depending on the device that you use and it might be impractical to have more than 1 Selected Group Off-Network for instance.  
A further reason for not limiting the no of Selected Groups is to allow some flexibility in the system for future multi-media implementations, which may leaverage MCPTT Groups. Our user requirements talk about communication groups for different media, so with that in mind it would be feasible that you are transmitting different media to different groups at the same time.

Our users also wanted it to be configurable for a user how many groups that can be monitored or selected at one time. The rationale for that was that users carry out different roles and use different devices and that for ease of use an administrator may want to limit the number of Selected and Affiliate Groups to 1, so that users do not get distracted from the task at hand.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Group Member to select zero or more Selected MCPTT Group.

Membership/affiliation

The MCPTT service shall support automatic affiliation of the MCPTT UE to a Group-Broadcast Group or User-Broadcast Group.

The MCPTT service shall support an MCPTT User's ability to revoke his affiliation with an MCPTT group.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure the maximum numbers of MCPTT Groups that an MCPTT User can affiliate to and select. 
Note: These two numbers may not be supported in all circumstances, as this could depend on the device used to access the MCPTT service and whether the user is On or Off-Network. For a large number of MCPTT Users these numbers could be 1, though Dispatchers are a particular example where it is likely to be more than one.
