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Abstract: This contribution modifies both requirements to remove the ambiguity of there being two requirements and that they be in sequence.
The two requiresments each contain two requirements.  Since the word, and, does not imply any sequencing, the requirements are ambiguous.
1) The MCPTT service shall allow an authorized user to change an On-Network MCPTT User’s Selected MCPTT Group AND

2) Notify to the On-Network MCPTT User

Since one would not want the notify before a change was made, one should clarify that a timing sequence is required.

Also the requirement is on the human user, not on the function or capability of the MCPTT service.  Requirements should not be on the user, but the capability or function.
