Relay UE selection

The 3GPP system shall support selection, reselection and deselection of an Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay based on a consideration of a combination of any of the following selection criteria below in no particular order of priority. 

· the relay UE identity, 

· the capabilities of the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay, 
· the QoS that is achieveable by selecting the relay UE, 

· the relay UE battery consumption due to relaying,

· the remote UE battery consumption when using the relay, 

· the relay UE battery condition,

· the remote UE battery condition,

· pre-paired relay UEs,

· the 3GPP or non-3GPP access the relay UE uses to connect to the network,
· the 3GPP PLMN the Evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay connects to and
· interference to other UEs.

NOTE:   Different criteria may be used for relay selection, reselection, and deselection. Different criteria may be used by different 3GPP system entities at different times. A selection criterion may be considered directly (i.e. by its measurement) or indirectly e.g. through exchange of related information between entities (for example a remote/relay UE that reports related information to the network).
