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Abstract: 
This contribution proposes UE and IOT definitions applicable for 5G networks based on Working assumption agreed at the last SA1 meeting in Spokane. 
Proposal
It is proposed to use the following definitions in TS 22.261:
User Equipment (UE): Allows a user access to 5G network services via 3GPP and/or non-3GPP accesses. A User Equipment contains a secure platform (e.g., UICC, eUICC) for at least storage and processing of subscriber credentials and identities.

IoT device:  a type of UE which is dedicated for a set of specific use cases or services and which is allowed to make use of certain features restricted to this type of UEs.
NOTE:  An IoT device may be optimized for the specific needs of services and application being executed (e.g., Smart home/city, smart utilities, e-Health and smart wearables). Some IoT devices are not intended for human type communications.
