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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS in C1-202819.
SA1 have discussed the issue and concluded that indeed 22.280 leaves room for interpretation on whether this limit is on a per MCX User basis, i.e. different for each MCX User or is a MCX System wide limit applied to all MCX Users in a system.
Question: Does requirement [R-5.10-001a] of 3GPP TS 22.280 require that a different limit can be applied to each MCX User?

SA1 Answer is: No, for Rel-16 the limit is a systemwide limit only.
Please note SA1 has defined an additional requirement for Rel-17, in addition to the systemwide requirement that allows for different limits per MCX user per MCX service. 

For Rel-17 SA1 clarified the limit has to allow to be set differently on a per MCX User basis to cater for different operational needs in addition to the systemwide limit. 
To illustrate, the MCX Administrator might limit certain MCX Users to a low number of simultaneous logins even down to just one login, while others might be allowed to login on a higher number of MCX UEs. For Rel-16 the limit is a systemwide limit.
Attached you’ll find the CR to 22.280 to clarifying this for Rel-17.
