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1	Overall description
SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS on the scope of applying Network Slicing feature in Rel-17 and Rel-16. After reviewing the LS and the question asked of SA1, SA1 has the following response.
CT1 asked SA1 to clarify whether there is a requirement to enable NSSAA in an SNPN.
SA1 answer: SA1’s intent for NPN requirements has been that unless specifically denoted as PLMN only, all other requirements apply for NPNs, standalone or otherwise. Network slicing is a capability of great benefit to the enterprise which may make use of standalone NPNs, as noted in several SA1 studies (e.g., TR 22.804, TR 22.827, TR 22.830). SA1 clarified this intent in a CR at SA1#95 for Rel-18.  SA1 has now clarified as well for Rel-17 and Rel-16 in the attached CRs.
