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1	Overall description
SA1 thanks SA2 for their LS on emergency service support over ProSe UE relays.
SA1 has discussed SA2 questions and can provide the following answers:
-------------------
Q1: When a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay offers emergency service support, does it imply that the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay needs to be responsible for Remote UE's emergency service according to local regulation, as indicated in TS 22.101, i.e. to support Remote UEs without SIM/USIM/ISIM, or for valid UEs only?
[bookmark: _Hlk101974413]A1: Emergency service support using 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay should be supported when 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and remote UE have SIM/USIM/iSIM and are able to register normally in the PLMN offering emergency service. Emergency service could also be supported for remote UEs in limited service state, if no other PLMNs are available.
Q2:  Since the 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay may be roaming, under which conditions would it be required that the emergency call is routed to PSAP of the same country as the Remote UE?
A2: A Remote UE, in order to select a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay, is assumed to be located in the same country as the 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay. Therefore the emergency call is routed to PSAP of the same country.
Note: if a relay UE with N3IWF is used, emergency call would be handled similarly as non-3GPP access.
Q3: Should the 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and Remote UE be required to belong to the same PLMN?  For example, in case of network sharing where Remote and Relay UEs may be connected via different CN PLMNs.
A3: Remote UEs are assumed to be connected via the same PLMN CN as the one serving the relay UE.
Note: same as A2
Q4: While a Relay UE is providing emergency connectivity support for a Remote UE, if the Relay UE needs to make emergency access of its own, what if any requirements for the Relay UE to continue to provide emergency access to the Remote UE?  SA2 assumes that a Relay UE may provide emergency service access to only one Remote UE at any time.
A4: No requirement exists, and need to support the above scenario.

SA1 has also agreed the attached CR, clarifying existing requirements in line with the above answers.
