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1 Introduction

In the previous meeting, S2 discussed the procedures needed for Location Reporting in Iu reference point. The discussion was based on CR Nokia proposed for 23.060. During the discussion it was agreed that a separate message should be used for turning on and turning off the location reporting. This contribution discusses the issue further, and explains why there is no reason to use separate messages, as originally proposed by Nokia [1].

2 Discussion

The decisions in S2 to use separate message for turning on and turning off the location reporting was based on the assumption that information collected for statistics purpose should be based on the message type only, and there is no need to consider the parameters in the message, which would be the case if one message is used for both turning on and turning off the location reporting.

Nokia would like to point out that currently R3 Iu SWG does not have such a design guideline, and other multi purpose messages, e.g. RAB Assignment Request, have already been specified for RANAP [2]. The decision to allow multi purpose messages was based on long discussions in the meeting and e-mail AdHoc. R3 had not considered the information collection for statistics purpose at parameter level to be an issue. It is viewed by Nokia, that this question should not be re-opened in R3.
It should also be noted that the current RANAP design for Location Reporting is following the GSM A-Interface, where also only one message is used for overall control of location reporting.

3 Proposal

Based on the reasoning provided in the previous section, it is proposed that separate message is not included in stage 2 description [3]. 

If this proposed correction is not approved, it is proposed that S2 would send LS to R3 informing that the RANAP design for Location Reporting should be changed accordingly, and the name of Location Reporting Control message is changed to Location Reporting Set, because it is not used for controlling the reporting, but just for setting it on.
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
