Clause 4.5 (High Level Function) currently contains descriptive text for subscription of ProSe direct discovery service, but there is no corresponding text for EPC-level ProSe discovery.

It is proposed to clarify the text accordingly.

Subscription of ProSe direct discovery service (non-Public Safety UE)

When the user subscribes the ProSe discovery service, a corresponding entry is inserted in the user's profile in the HSS, to give the user permission to use the ProSe discovery service. Additional parameters related to the ProSe discovery service are stored in the user profile, e.g. whether the user is authorized to perform inter-PLMN discovery or not.

The operator can remove at any time the ProSe UE subscription from user's profile in the HSS, and revoke the user permission to use the ProSe.

Subscription of EPC-level ProSe discovery and EPC support for WLAN direct discovery and communication
When the user subscribes the EPC-level ProSe discovery service and/or the EPC support for WLAN direct discovery and communication, a corresponding entry is inserted in the user's profile in the HSS with the following information:

· Permission to use EPC-level ProSe discovery;
· Permission to use EPC support for WLAN direct discovery and communication;

· Permission to use either of the above in inter-PLMN scenarios;
· A list of applications that are authorized to use these services.
The operator can remove at any time the ProSe UE subscription from user's profile in the HSS, and revoke the user permission to use the ProSe.
