2. For the HO procedure, the target MME can not get the subscription data when it sends the HO req to the eNB. It is proposed to send that indicaton in the UE Context Modification Procedure. 
3. When UE performs TAU procedure, if the active flag is included in the TAU request message,  RAB can be established. After that the UE should also be permitted to request the radio resource for the ProSe Annoucing like in the Attach/Service Req procedure. Howver this impact has not been mentioned in the specification. Similar case can also happen when the TAU finish and the network trigger RAB establishment.
