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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS on “CN impacts of RAN2 solutions for WLAN/3GPP radio interworking”. 
SA2 has discussed the questions of RAN2 and agreed to the following answers.
Question 1: RAN2 asks SA2 to consider the inclusion of the LTE RSRP/UMTS CPICH RSCP threshold (for FDD)/UMTS PCCPCH RSCP threshold (for TDD), LTE RSRQ/UMTS CPICH Ec/No threshold (for FDD) and OPI in ANDSF.

Answer: SA2 has extended the validity conditions of the ANDSF rules so that they can include conditions based on these thresholds.
Question 2: RAN2 asks SA2 to discuss which of these approaches (i.e. greater/less than-approach, equal to-approach or bitmap-approach) for the OPI are feasible.

Answer: SA2 believes that all cited approaches are feasible but prefers that the OPI_value in the ANDSF rules and the OPI_threshold received from RAN be numerical values compared with the ‘>’, ‘<’ and ‘=’ operators.
Question 3: RAN2 asks SA2 to analyse both options and to indicate which one is preferable from their perspective and whether it can be implemented in Rel-12.

Answer: From the SA2 point of view, the Alternative 2 is the most preferable solution. Can it be implemented in Rel-12?
