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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has discussed an issue related to IMS registration using I2 reference point during MTRF within the context of CSFB and would like CT1 to clarify our understanding of the possible impacts. 

The following figure highlights the issue in which the S-CSCF will release the on-going terminating session setup during the MTRF procedure. It is our understanding that TS 24.292 and TS 24.229 forces the S-CSCF to release all on-going dialogues when IMS de-registration from old MSC or IMS registration from new MSC is received over I2 for the same UE. 
We would like to confirm if the above behaviour applies as well to pending dialogs. If this is the case, then this will lead to the terminating call setup being lost when MTRF for CSFB is invoked.
