This is insufficient for Public Safety, and an actual requirement to support multiple MBSFNs simultaneously is necessary.

The following NOTE is text from 36.300, section 15.3.3:

NOTE:
The UE is not required to receive services from more than one MBSFN Area simultaneously and may support only a limited number of MTCHs.

While such a behavior maybe sufficient for a MBMS UE in general, it is not sufficient for a Public Safety UE. There are no limitation described in the GCSE_LTE or MCPTT specs on the number of MTCH channels a UE has to support.  In addition, a UE may be simultaneously listening to multiple channels (see 22.179 requirements for the design of the “scan group” feature) simultaneously. 

In order to enable good and predictable functionality, the GCSE_LTE specs should specify the minimum requirements for  MBMS capable Public Safety UEs.

Description


A possible solution could be based on the following:
State the minimum number of MTCHs per MBSFN that a Public Safety UE must be able to monitor at a given time. Consider requiring “all of them” (i.e. up to 29 × 15 = 435).
State the minimum number of MBSFN that a Public Safety UE must be able to monitor at a given time. Consider requiring “all of them” (i.e. up to 8) or of introducing an application layer mechanism to limit the number and/or indicate preference order.
