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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank GSMA RILTE for the LS on handover collision between from PS to CS and from LTE to WiFi at the same time. SA2 would like to provide answers to the following questions: 
Q1: Is the terminal required to support the above-described handling of a handover collision if supporting both abilities of proceeding the handover to CS and proceeding the handover to WiFi?
SA2 answer to Q1: SA2 cannot identify any requirements in related stage-2 specifications (TS 23.237,TS 23.216, TS 23.402) to cover the referred scenario.
Q2: Is it possible for the network to instruct the terminal with which handover to proceed? Is there any related terminal configuration or signalling during the handover?
SA2 answers to Q2: PS-CS handover in case of SRVCC is network initiated, whereas PS-PS handover is UE-initiated either in the form of WLAN mobility specified in TS 23.402 or IMS service continuity specified in TS 23.237. So there is no terminal configuration signalling to specify this scenario.

Q3: Is it possible for the network to instruct the terminal to proceed the handover for different types of calls according to operator’s policy? For example, to handover a voice+video call or high quality voice-only call to WiFi while to handover a standard quality voice call to CS.
Q4: For the roaming scenario, should the HPLMN or VPLMN instruct the terminal with which handover to proceed?
SA2 answers to Q3, Q4: SA2 is not aware of any new requirements to specify handover collision resolution for different combinations of calls types according to operator’s policy and as mentioned previously there is nothing defined in stage-2 specifications (TS 23.237,TS 23.216, TS 23.402) to cover the referred scenario.
Regarding CT1 request:

" CT1 kindly asks 3GPP TSG SA WG2 to evaluate the problem and to provide guidance on possible solutions."
SA2 currently regards the handover collision from PS to CS handover and from LTE to WiFi as a rare and temporary event which does not warrant the need for network or home operator to provide particular instructions to the UE on how to proceed. 
SA2 also believes that the correct UE behaviour in the case of the handover collision between from PS to CS and from LTE to WiFi at the same time, is that the UE follows the NW instruction, i.e. the PS to CS handover for SRVCC.
