Sx Association Setup Procedure
The Sx Association Setup procedure is used to setup an association between the CP function and the UP function which enables the CP function to subsequently interact with the UP function, e.g. to establish Sx Sessions. 

The setup of an Sx association may be initiated by the CP function or the UP function as described TS 29.244 [XX], clause 6.2.6. The CP function and the UP function shall support the Sx association setup initiated by the CP function. The CP function and the UP function may additionally support the Sx association setup initiated by the UP function.  

6.5.Y
Sx Association Update Procedure
The Sx Association Update procedure is used to modify an existing Sx association between the CP function and the UP function. It may be initiated by the UP function or by the CP function, as described TS 29.244 [XX], clause 6.2.7.
6.5.Z
Sx Association Release Procedure
The Sx Association Release procedure is used to terminate the Sx association between the CP function and the UP function due to e.g. OAM reasons. The Sx Association Release procedure can be only initiated by the CP function, as described TS 29.244 [XX], clause 6.2.8.
