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Abstract of the contribution: This pCR propose to define Privacy profile and MO-LR subscription data stored in UDM. 
. 
1. Discussion
In clause 5.4 the handling of “privacy profiles” is being defined. The privacy data is defined to be stored in UDM/UDR. From 23.271 it is found beneficial to have a normative definition of privacy data and structure that is stored in UDM/UDR.

Further the MO-LR procedure includes checking of whether the subscription profile allows the specific MO-LR service. 

Thus, it proposed to include in clause 7.1 the data stored in UDM related to privacy profile and MO-LR.

This pCR is based on a snapshoot of current discussion on privacy profile content and handling and deviates from text in TS 23.271 V0.2.0.

Further this pCR is based on assumption that a reference is added to listing of SDM data types in 23.502 5.2.3.3.1 as below:
