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Abstract of the contribution: 
Background
This contribution extends the Npcf_SMPolicyControl Create and Update service operations to allow SMF reporting either multiple IPv6 prefixes or multiple /128 IPv6 addresses to PCF. 
It also extends the Nbsf_Management_Register/Deregister service operations to register/deregister the binding of each IPv6 prefix(es) shorter than /64 or /128 IPv6 addresses to PCF id in the BSF. 
The session binding functionality is also updated to describe that the PDU session information is extended to allow using multiple IPv6 prefixes or multiple /128 IPv6 addresses.
Proposal

It is proposed to include the extensions to session binding, Npcf and Nbsf services defined below.

Session binding

The session binding mechanism defined in TS 23.503 [4] clause 6.1.3.2.2 applies. In addition, the PDU session parameters considered for session binding are:
· For IPv6 PDU session type, one or multiple UE IPv6 address or one or multiple IPv6 prefixes /64 or shorter prefixes,

· For IPv4v6 PDU session type, one UE IPv4 address and one or multiple IPv6 prefixes /64 or shorter prefixes.

General

The Nbsf_Management_Register/Deregister and Discovery service operations defined in TS 23.502 [3] are extended to allow registration/deregistration and discovery of the binding information when a /128 IPv6 address is assigned to a PDU session or a UE IPv6 prefix shorter than /64 is allocated. A UE address may be a /128 IPv6 address or a UE IPv6 prefix shorter than /64.
