This CR aims to resolve that Editor's note by proposing what the UE supporting CAG and camped on a CAG cell need to consider when attempting to obtain eergency services

[bookmark: _Toc5000588]5.30.3.1	General
Public network integrated NPNs are NPNs made available via PLMNs e.g. by means of dedicated DNNs, or by one (or more) Network Slice instances allocated for the NPN. The existing network slicing functionalities apply as described in clause 5.15. When an NPN is made available via a PLMN, then the UE has a subscription for the PLMN.
NOTE:	Annex D provides additional consideration to consider when supporting Non-Public Network as a Network Slice of a PLMN.
As network slicing does not enable the possibility to prevent UEs from trying to access the network in areas which the UE is not allowed to use the Network Slice allocated for the NPN, Closed Access Groups may optionally be used in addition to network slicing to apply access control.
A Closed Access Group identifies a group of subscribers who are permitted to access one or more CAG cells associated to the CAG.
CAG is used for the Public network integrated NPNs to prevent UE(s), which are not allowed to access the NPN via the associated cell(s), from automatically selecting and accessing the associated cell(s).
The following clauses describes the functionality needed for supporting CAGs.

5.30.3.X	Support of emergency services in CAG cells
Option 1
For UEs supporting CAG that is camping on a CAG cell, the following requirements are considered to obtain emergency services:
-	If the UE is RM-REGISTERED, and had been informed at Registration procedure that emergency services are supported, then UE initiates a PDU Session for Emergency services as specified in 3GPP TS 23.502 [3] for normal emergency services;
-	If the UE is RM-REGISTERED, and had been informed at Registration procedure that emergency services are not supported, but the CAG cell the UE is on indicates that emergency services in limited service is supported – see 3GPP TS 38.331 [28], then the UE moves to CM-IDLE and initiates an emergency registration to obtain emergency services without indicating any CAG Identifier; or
NOTE:	In this release of specification, NW sharing is not considered.
-	If the UE is RM-REGISTERED, and had been informed at Registration procedure that emergency services arenot supported, and the CAG cell the UE is on indicates that emergency services in limited service is not supported – see 3GPP TS 38.331 [28], then if the UE needs to obtain emergency services, the UE moves to CM-IDLE and search for a cell to obtain emergency services as specified in 3GPP TS 38.304 [50].

Option 2
For UEs not RM-REGISTERED but able to access the CAG cell as an acceptable cell, as defined in TS 38.304 [50], needing emergency service, the UE performs emergency calls in limited service state based on procedures defined in clause 5.16.4. 
During handover to CAG cell, if the UE is not authorized to access the target CAG cell and has emergency services, the target NG-RAN node only accepts the emergency PDU sessions and the target AMF releases the non-emergency PDU connections that were not accepted by the NG-RAN node as specified in subclause 5.16.4.3 and 5.16.4.9a. UEs considers itself as emergency registered.
