Status of work
SA2 would kindly inform BBF that the work on addition of support FN-RG and of IPTV in TS 23.316 has been completed.

The latest version of SA2 TS 23.316 is available on the 3GPP website.

SA2 questions

SA2 would kindly ask to BBF to consider the questions provided in the following:
1. SA2 has identified that currently the user data Security and integrity protection are not required for Untrusted and Trusted Non-3GPP access networks since both solutions are based on IPSEC connection between the UE and the access node (N3IWF and TNGF respectively) which natively provide both security and integrity protection. Currently TS 23.501 specifies for NG RAN that at PDU session establishment the PLMN indicates whether security protection and integrity protection are “Required”, “Preferred” or “Not Needed” (see clause 5.10 for more details). In case that they are required and the access network does not support it, the PDU session shall not be established.  In case of Hybrid Access when a PDU session have a leg on NG RAN and one leg on W-5GAN and security protection and integrity protection are required, SA2 is assuming that if one of the two legs is not capable to support it then the PDU session shall be not established. 

Q1:Is W-5GAN network capable to support user plane security protection and integrity protection? 

2. SA2 has agreed that the Permanent Equipment Identity shall be defined as follows:
· 5G-RG

· If the 5G-RG has a NG RAN Interface, the PEI shall be in the IMEI or IMEISV format,.
· If the  5G-RG has only the W-5GAN Interface, the PEI shall contain the MAC address of the 5G-RG 

· FN-RG

· The PEI shall contain the MAC Address of FN-RG
The PEI of FN-RG is provided by the W-AGF on behalf of FN-RG, e.g. in Registration procedure.

Q2: does BBF agree with the PEI format as defined in TS 23.316 and above described?

3. SA2 has agreed that  CM_IDLE state and Service Request procedures applies to FN-RG as defined for 5G-RG. SA2 assumes that since the W-AGF is acting on behalf of FN-RG in respect the N1 protocol and as Access Node in respect to the N2 interface, the triggers of FN-RG initiated SR procedure are specified by BBF.

Q3: SA2 kindly asks BBF to provide feedback on the specification related to CM_IDLE to FN-RG.

Q4: SA2 kindly asks  BBF to confirm the assumptions on W-AGF behavior.
4. SA2 assumes that the AN Release procedures for FN-RG are valid and that the N2 user plane connection can be released when the FN-RG is in CM_IDLE state. SA2 also assumes that the W-AGF can re-activate the N2 connectivity when the traffic needs to be transmitted for a PDU session. 

Q5: SA2 kindly asks BBF to confirm the assumption on W-AGF behavior for AN release and which is the triggers for the reactivation of the user plane connection on N3.

5. SA2 assumes that the PDU session modification procedures for FN-RG are applicable. 
Q6: which are the triggers and condition for the FN-RG initiated PDU session modification ? 
Q7: in case of Network Initiated PDU session modification, SA2 assumes that the W-AGF is able to manage the request from 5GC and to take the appropriate actions and provide the reply to the Network request. Which are the possible actions that W-AGF can take and the possible replies to the network request?
