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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 has agreed the study item “Access Traffic Steering, Switching and Splitting phase 2” as part of Release 17. 
One of the main objectives of this study is to investigate whether and how UEs that can connect to 5G Core (5GC) over both 3GPP and non-3GPP access technologies can support additional traffic steering methods(s) for non-TCP traffic:
· for higher-layer functionality, to provide co-existence among multipath-capable transports such as MPTCP and MP-QUIC; and

· for lower-layer functionality, to provide an alternative to ATSSS-LL [3GPP TS 23.501 16.3.0].
The study item scope limits proposals for solution candidates to be based on IETF QUIC protocol and/or multipath extensions of QUIC. The work on the study has not yet started in 3GPP, and there are thus no agreed conclusions. But there is interest from several companies active in 3GPP to progress multipath extensions to QUIC.







The 3GPP SA2 study is planned to conclude in September 2020 and depending on the study outcome, any potential architectural
 normative work is planned to be completed by end of this year
 .
