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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes that it is the VLS (Visited Location Server) who requests an S-CSCF to the S-CSCF selection function in the case it is decided that the S-CSCF is in the visited network. 

2 Advantages of VLS triggering the vS-CSCF selection function

The trigger of vS-CSCF selection procedure from VLS has the following advantages:

· Triggering vS-CSCF selection procedure from VLS gives an equivalent behavior for home control and visited control
· VLS has enough information to determine the capabilities required to the vS-CSCF.

· VLS needs to know the S-CSCF in which the user is registered as a consequence of the registration procedure.

· The VLS triggers the S-CSCF selection function in the visited network.
