Justification

This work item aims at specifying system enhancements to support some parameters of GST (Generic Slice Template) as documented in NG.116 (available here). The solutions to support these parameters has been studied and documented in TR 23.700-40. 
It is proposed to convert the conclusions reached within TR 23.700-40 into normative text to TS 23.501, TS 23.502 and TS 23.503. 
4
Objective

The objective of this work item is to define the normative specifications of the solutions according to the agreed conclusions in TR 23.700-40 to support the following features:
-
Define a new NF to support the storing of network slice information (i.e., the maximum number of UEs and the maximum number of PDU Sessions allowed to be served by a network slice), managing, updating and enforcing the network slice information for the purpose of network slice access control, and exposing the network slice information to AF(optionally via NEF)
-
Define a new QoS parameter "Slice-Maximum Bit Rate" (S-MBR) to limit the aggregate data rate in UL and DL per UE across all GBR and Non-GBR QoS Flows for all PDU sessions associated with an S-NSSAI for the UE. The S-MBR is enforced in RAN and is available in PCF for optional input to apply current QoS functionality.
-
Update the PCF to support the limitation of data rate per network slice (i.e., ensuring the data rate for the network slice does not exceed the NW Slice maximum data rate parameter which is configured and stored in the UDR)
-
Define mechanism to allow the AMF to provide new additional assistance information to RAN to steer the UE to another cell supporting network slices not available in a current cell and RA. The assistance information can be at least one of the rejected S-NSSAIs, the Configured NSSAI, or Target NSSAI and RFSP.
