The procedural aspects related with EAS Deployment Information Management (§ 6.23.4) are defined in a companion contribution (EAS Deployment Information Management / procedural aspects).

Information about EAS Deployment Information Management should be removed from other parts of 23.548 to avoid duplication (and potential conflicts) with § 6.23.4 and §7.X
There is a companion 23.502 CR 3115 (with the same title) referring to these changes in 23.548

UDR data for EAS Deployment Information corresponds to following UDR data access parameters:

-	Data Key = S-NSSAI and/or DNN and/or DNAI
Each of the DNN, the S-NSSAI and DNAI may be subject to wildcarding.
The Data key “AF Transaction ID” is only used by the NEF. 
7.X.1.1.2	UDR Data structure
NOTE:	In the following when configuration per DNN and/or S-NSSAI and/or DNAI is mentioned, each of the DNN, the S-NSSAI and DNAI may be subject to wildcarding.
The EASDF receives via the Neasdf_DNSContext_Create Request the S-NSSAI and DNN associated with a PDU session context. The EASDF uses this information to determine which EAS Deployment Information applies to the PDU Session context.
The information configured in UDR is:
1	DNS server configuration information per S-NSSAI and/or DNN: the DNS server configuration information may be made up of one or multiple DNS server configuration information instances. A DNS server configuration information instance is made up of:
- 	A Precedence (of the DNS server configuration information instance), 
- 	A FQDN range (may be subject to wildcarding), 
-	IP address(es) of the DNS server(s) to contact for the FQDN range.
The FQDN range is optional in the DNS server configuration information instance with the lowest precedence. In this case the DNS server configuration information instance is the default DNS server configuration information instance.
The default DNS server configuration information instance may be used by the EASDF as the DNS server to send DNS requests to when option A of clause 6.2.3.2.2 applies (i.e. when a DNS handling rule relates to building a DNS ECS option); it may also be used by the EASDF as default DNS server to handle DNS requests without specific EASDF processing related with a DNS handling rule.
2	DNS server configuration information per S-NSSAI and/or DNN and DNAI: this corresponds to DNS server configuration information as defined above but that may relate to a DNAI. 
This information may be used by the EASDF for option B in clause 6.2.3.2.2. in this case the DNS handling rule refers to a DNAI, that is used by the EASDF as a key to fetch DNS server configuration information per S-NSSAI and/or DNN and DNAI
	The default DNS server configuration information instance per DNAI may be used by the SMF for Option C of clause 6.2.3.2.3 to configure the UE with the address of a new DNS resolver;
	The DNS server configuration information per S-NSSAI and/or DNN and DNAI may be used by the SMF for Option D of clause 6.2.3.2.3 (to configure the local UPF to divert DNS requests targeting specific FQDN ranges)
