Key Issue #X: Policy enhancements for supporting multi-modality synchronization

General description

An architecture study in R18 is required to support the scenarios and requirements from SA WG1 as documented in TS 22.261. However, the latency and reliability of different media components may differ from each other, which will cause difficulties to support time synchronization between these parallel flows. 
The key issue addresses how to enhance the 5GS to support synchronization between different media components. When studying the above aspect, the following needs to be considered:
-  What are the necessary policy enhancements to support synchronization between multiple UEs’ flows associated with an application？
-
Whether and how to provide feedback (media flows synchronization status) to 3rd party applications after applying the synchronization policy(ies)?
