	The scenario of updating the Aerial subscription info to UAV when it was registered as normal UE was discussed in S2-2107322 (in #147e) and S2-2108457 (in #148e) but SA2 could not get any consensus and the issue remain in the system.
But in recent CT1 137#e meeting this scenario was discussed in C1-225456 and majority agreed that AMF should inform the UE about this subscription change in UE Configuration Update procedure.

	Consequences if not approved:
	UAV will not be able to request for UAS service.
