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1. Introduction
In this document we solve one EN:
Editor's note:	Whether others parameters (e.g. Interoperability token, ML model file format and/or AI Framework information) to enable ML model sharing between different vendors is FFS.
It has been agreed that Interoperability Indicator is to be used. This indicator makes it possible for consumer NWDAF(AnLF) to discover and select the NWDAF(MTLF) that can provide the interoperable models for the Analytics ID(s). 
Interoperable models means that the NWDAF(MTLF) can provide the models that NWDAF(AnLF) will request. No further parameters are needed per Analytics ID to indicate interoperability. Therefore, the EN can be removed.
Furthermore, the Representative Ratio propose in Sol#47 is useful when NWDAF trains a Model for a group of UEs or any UE, where it can only use the data of the related UEs who grant the User consent. The representative ratio can help the consumer to know if the model can represent the group of UEs or any UE, thus whether the model is useful or not.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.700-81 v1.0.0.

[bookmark: _Toc112870358]8.5	Key Issue #5: Enhance trained ML model sharing
It is recommended to use the following principles and procedures as the basis for the normative work. 
-	The following are the trained ML model sharing parameters to enable ML model sharing between different vendors - Interoperability indicator as specified in Sol#15 and optional Interoperability token as specified in Sol#47.: 
-	The Interoperability indicator indicates a list of NWDAFAnLF providers (vendors) that are allowed to retrieve ML models from the NWDAF containing MTLF;
-	The Interoperability indicator indicates that the NWDAF containing MTLF supports the interoperable ML models requested by the NWDAFs from the vendors in the list.
NOTE:	The vendor list indicated by the Interoperability indicator is determined by the NWDAF vendor and is configured in the NWDAF.
- 	The Interoperability token implicitly maps to an interoperable model information, e.g.  file format, platform, etc, The encoding, format and value of the Interoperability token is up to vendors’ implementation, thus no normative work is needed except defining this IE.
-	During registration of NWDAF containing MTLF with NRF, Interoperability indicator and optional Interoperability token to trained ML model sharing are provided as part of NF profile to the NRF.
[bookmark: _Hlk116459143]-	During NWDAF containing MTLF discovery procedure, the consumer i.e., (NWDAF containing AnLF) may include Interoperability indicator and optional Interoperability token per Analytics ID(s) in the discovery request.  
NOTE:	When ML model providercontaining MTLF and ML model consumer NWDAF containing AnLF belong to different vendors, how the ML model privacy is supported is in scope of SA3.
