Basing it on to the Architectural Assumptions, Requirements and KI definitions, the following solution principles should be considered as part of the evaluations and conclusions.
· The human User use case should be identified at an early stage (e.g. initial Registration procedure) to guarantee the correct handling of the human User use case principles in 5GS and the parallel support of the classical UE use case, the new human User use case.
· The User Identifier of a human User should follow the same security/privacy principles as specified for the UE (detailed measures, especially for NAS authentication and authorization of User identifier and UE shall be under the umbrella of SA3). This would also mean that User identifiers are protected against tracking in all specified procedures.
· At any given time only one User profile can be active with a UE subscription. The solution shall define the behaviour how this is guaranteed, especially when a new human User wants to use the UE, but another human User is already associated with the UE. This also includes to define how subsequent services (PDU, etc) belongs to the human User, which has the active registration/association at that given point of time.
· The impact on existing TS 23.501, TS 23.502, and TS 23.503 should be as small as possible. When equivalent changes are identified in the evaluation of the solution which provides more functionality or less restrictions should be preferred.
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
