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Introduction
When dealing with W-LAN access networks and 3GPP systems, providing a consistent charging solution  between   the two platforms is highly desirable. It is the intent of this contribution to define a set of   requirements and charging principles in the context of a W-LAN/GPP system inter-working.

Charging requirements

1.  The W-LAN access network shall be able to report the W-LAN access usage to the appropriate 3GPP system

2. It shall be possible for the 3GPP system to command some operations on a specific ongoing W-LAN access session. This can be useful   in the context of prepaid processing. 

3. It shall be possible for an operator to maintain a single prepaid account for W-LAN, PS, CS, and IMS 

4. It shall be the role of the 3GPP system to  process the W-LAN access resource usage information into 3GPP compatible format (CDR).

5. The W-LAN access network shall not be impacted with 3GPP specific charging protocols and mechanisms 

Proposal

It is proposed to create   a new subsection  5.2  (Charging requirements) under chapter 5 (High level requirements) of the TR 23.XXX in order to incorporate  the requirements described above.   

5.2 Charging requirements

1.  The W-LAN access network shall be able to report the W-LAN access usage to the appropriate 3GPP system
