After some clarification on the presentation the following main questions/issues was raised:

The GSM to GSM HO and GSM to UMTS HO needs to be adressed.

Assumptions on e.g:

-Where is inter MSC/SGSN changes/boarders required

-etc..

The TR covers primarily the RAN functionality and it stops at the Iu interface. The corresponding CN functionality needs to be explained either in the TR or in some other document.

The implications on Equivalent PLMN and national roaming restrictions needs to be clarified

3 Conclusions and way forward

It was not possible to conclude on a firm recommendation on any of the proposed solutions. The drafting group did hovewer favour the Iu based solutions as these would e.g. allow future inclusion of subscription control of access rights.

Note: “Iu based solution” means signalling from the CN to RAN.

The drafting group agreed that the way forward is to provide RAN3 guidance and point out open issues and questions. The guidance and issues/questions can be included in the LS (S2-021316) to be drafted by Chris P. 

Guidance:

· Iu based solution

Issues/comments:

· HO procedures between two GSM networks or between GSM and UMTS networks to be studied

· Possible re-use of GSM Solsa concept

· Roaming agreements and regoinal subscription considererations

· E interface impacts.

The issue on which release the Network sharing should be included was raised but the agreement in the drafting group was to give the guidance and comments to RAN3 and then leave RAN and SA plenaries to decide on the release.

Companies were encouraged to discuss offline to see if it is possible to reach agreement on any of the solutions.
