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This document contains the SA2 Chairman's notes of the TSG-SA#17 meeting, focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· 3GPP Release 6: Release 6 deadline was not decided finally yet.

· OMA: Discussions on 3GPP – OMA relationship. In principle, coordination is to be done similarly to other bodies 3GPP is co-operating with.

· DRM: An LS to OMA was sent to inform them of the desire of 3GPP to utilise their work for Stages 2 and 3, with certain conditions: corresponding OMA specifications are available to 3GPP, OMA solution fulfils 3GPP Stage 1 requirements, etc.

· Media Grouping: Extra time was granted until December to stabilise the KIS solution, if wanted in Rel5 (see a separate LS from the TSG-CN).

· IPv6/IPv4 interworking: TSG CN requested for rapid guidance on what work there is for the CN groups to be carried out for the IP version interworking (at application as well as transport layer) in Rel6.

· IETF LS on IMS and SIP: A liaison from the IETF was discussed at the TSG CN and TSG SA plenaries. This LS describes the concerns of the SIP WG chairs (with the blessing of the relevant ADs) that 3GPP may be violating protocol principles within SIP. After the discussions, a response was produced and sent back to the IETF, as well as the relevant working groups. Working groups were requested to investigate the LS and their work in order to see what alignment can be done.

· Early UE handling in UTRAN: SA2 and CN WGs were asked to give feedback to the study from the core network and system functionality point of view.
Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications presented for information:
· TR 23.934 v.1.0.0 on WLAN FS.

· TS 23.XXX v.1.0.0 on WLAN Stage 2. It was commented that the title given to this TS should be improved to clarify it (e.g., the title of the TR is better). Further improvements were suggested, e.g. inclusion of a high-level diagram of the architecture for WLAN interworking, clarification of the scope, etc. There was quite much discussion on the continuation of this work and questions about which WLAN interworking scenarios SA2 is going to develop an architecture for. Further information was requested to the next TSG-SA meeting.

· Technical Reports and Specifications that were approved:
· TR 23.846 v.2.0.0 on MBMS

· TS 23.141 v.1.0.0 on Presence. It was commented that the TS still requires editorial corrections e.g. to align it with the MCC documentation rules and specification language.

· Rejected and Revised Change Requests (all other CRs were approved):
· 23.171 CR 028: Not an essential correction to the R99.

· 23.002 CR099 and CR100: RAN and GERAN asked to be able to review the content. There was also discussion on the level of detail required in the 23.002 (concern that RAN information is repeated in the SA2 specifications).

· 23.060 CRs 407 408, 409 contained copy & paste errors, and were revised accordingly. The revised versions of these CRs were approved

· 23.060 CRs 400, 401 and 402 had been based on CRs 383, 384 and 385 and not 383r1, 384r1 and 385r1, and the revisions add technical changes. These CRs were returned back to the SA2. TSG SA however endorsed the principle of the solutions based on the revision 1 CRs as the technical solution. Revised CR versions should be presented by SA2 to the next plenary when the editorial corrections have been completed.

· Work Item Descriptions:
· Updated Work Item Descriptions that were approved: Updated WID for a FS on Dynamic Policy control enhancements for end-to-end QoS, and Updated WID for 3GPP-WLAN Interworking. 

· Rejected Work Item Descriptions: Updated WI on GUP (SA1 is the owner of this work item description sheet and should thus be the WG to propose any changes to the WID).

· New Work Item Descriptions that were approved: WID on IMS phase 2, and WID for Study into applicability of GALILEO for LCS (there was a comment on the latter one that many other 3GPP working groups are to be involved in this study).

· WID description for Commonality and Interoperability between IMSs was revised during the meeting and the revised version of the WID was approved.

· Liaison Statements from the SA2 were discussed and noted. 
· SA1 CR on the subscription to different domains/services was rejected. A study will start at the SA1 on this topic.
