Introduction

SA1 has been developing a Technical Report on IMS messaging, TR 22.940 which was received by SA2 at SA2#26 and presented for information at TSG SA#17. At SA2#26 dynamicsoft presented a discussion paper (S2-022402) that identified how Immediate Messaging and Session based Messaging might be applied to IMS using SIP and SIMPLE and also how MMS could be involved using IMS and SIP based mechanisms for notification for deferred messaging within IMS.

As a result of this discussion and that on the liaison and also another contribution from Nokia a liaison was sent back to SA1 that was also forwarded to T2 and CN1 asking them to perform an analysis of the suitability of MMS for deferred messaging and an analysis of the suitability SIP and SIMPLE for immediate and session based messaging.

We now have a liaison back from CN1 stating that they have completed a preliminary analysis and find that SIP and SIMPLE is ideally suited to meet the requirements for Immediate Messaging as outlined in TR 22.940. It is believed that the work will require minimal enhancements in order to meet the requirements for Immediate Messaging and that CN1 expects that the results of IETF enhancements will meet the Session Based Messaging requirements. The current evaluation of CN1 is that for Immediate Messaging little architectural changes to IMS are likely to be required and that IETF work on Session Based Messaging that is based on a SIP network architecture like IMS that the solution is likely to be compatible with the current IMS architecture. 

T2 have not had a meeting since SA2#26 but since the requirements for deferred messaging and MMS are extremely similar as identified by SA1 then it should be safe to assume that MMS evolution is a good working assumption for deferred messaging.

2. Proposal

1. That SA2 decides that SIMPLE be used as the basis for Immediate and session based messaging within IMS.

2. That SA2 decides that Deferred Messaging be based on MMS with the consideration of the use of SIP based Notifications instead of WAP push for use within IMS.

3. That IMS Messaging stage 2 work should be done by CR to TS 23.228.

4. That stage 3 work on IMS Immediate and IMS session based messaging be done by CN1 based on the architecture supplied by SA2.

5. That detailed stage 2 and stage 3 work on IMS deferred messaging be done by T2 based on the architecture guidelines supplied by SA2

6. That SA2 should send a Liaison Statement to T2 and CN1 informing them of the these decisions
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
