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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes clarification with respect to the reference point between the 3GPP AAA Server and HSS/HLR in chapter 4 of the S2 WLAN interworking TS 23.234 v1.0.0 

Discussion 

During e-mail discussion on S2 reflector, it was mentioned that the interface between the 3GPP AAA server and the HSS/HLR is not clearly explained. One interpretation was that since the reference point is identified as Wx, it may be considered to be HSS specific and may not apply to HLR. But the description of Wx reference itself says “This reference point is located between 3GPP AAA Server and HSS/HLR” implying that the HLR is inclusive. Moreover, TS also states that this interface could be MAP or DIAMETER based. Use of words HSS/HLR or just HSS is inconsistent throughout the TS. Figure 6.1 and Figure 6.2 label the network node as HSS. In section 7, some of the call flow figures show HSS/HLR as well. 

As per TS 23.002-580, the 3GPP HSS does accept Gr and D interfaces that are MAP based. It is our understanding that the scope of interworking has always included MAP based HLRs (Rel 97, 98, 99, Rel 4 etc). Therefore we propose to clarify this point by identifying the reference point as Wx/Gr/D. Moreover, we need to be consistently use word HSS/HLR in figures and text.
2 Proposal

It is proposed that:

· Figure 6.1 and Figure 6.3 should be modified to show HSS/HLR.

· The reference point between 3GPP AAA Server and HLR/HSS should be denoted at Wx/Gr/D at all appropriate places.

· Section 6.3.2 should now read Wx/Gr/D

· All figures in section 7 show HSS/HLR node
