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1 Introduction

This paper proposes some more detailed flows for the release 6 work item “FS on Dynamic Policy control enhancements for end-to-end QoS”.

2 Information flows

2.1 Removal of QoS Commit

The "Removal of QoS commit" procedure is used e.g. when a media component of a session is put on hold. (e.g. in case of a media re-negotiation or call hold). This step may be part of the revoke decision, or may be provided in a separate decision as shown below.
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Figure 1:  Removal of QoS commit

1) Session control message exchanges for e.g. session release are carried out 

2) The Application Function sends a message to the PDF to indicate the revocation.
3) As per release 5, the PDF takes the appropriate actions to close the gate
4) The PDF reports that the gate was closed.
2.2 Removal of QoS Commit, P-CSCF is Application Function

1) SIP message exchanges for e.g., putting a media flow on hold are carried out.  

2) The P-CSCF sends a message to the PDF to indicate the removal. An option for this removal request is a COPS-PR REQ.
3)
The PCF shall send a COPS DEC message to the GGSN to close the ‘gate’.
4)
The GGSN receives the COPS DEC message, closes the gate, and sends a COPS RPT message back to the PDF.

5) The PDF informs the P-CSCF that the gate was successfully closed. An option for this report is a COPS-PR DEC, which needs to be followed by a COPS-PR RPT.

3 Proposal
