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1 Introduction

The IMS access independence work defines the key functional items that are the building blocks for IMS access independence.  This work identifies the access specific parts as an attempt to provide a split between the access specific and access independedent parts.  

There are some enitities that “sit” at the edge of the IMS specific functionality and non-IMS specific functionality.  This contribution identifies the IMS specific entities and the entities that “sit” at the edge of IMS specific functions. 
2 Proposal

It is proposed to add the proposed text into clause 4.3 of IMS Access Indepence technical report.
4.3 General Architectural Consideration
Within the IMS architecture the following are entities that are IMS specific:
Application Layer:

· SIP Application server

· UE (SIP client).
· ISIM

Control Layer

· CSCFs
· MRFC

· MGCF

· PCF

Data layer

· HSS

The description of these entities can be found in [1, 2].
There are other entities which are required by IMS but are non exclusive to IMS these as described above “sit “ at the edge of IMS and non IMS and they are as follows:

· HSS: contain the HLR part which is non IMS

· PCF

· Application server: not all application servers are SIP based as decribed in [2], this can include OSA SCS.

The interfaces which are associated with these entities are:

· Cx (reference point between HSS and S-CSCF)

· Sh (reference point between HSS and application servers)

· Gm (reference point between the UE which may not be IMS specific and the CSCF)

· Gq (Proposed reference point between the P-CSCF and PCF)

The diagram below identifies these reference points and the entites.  
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
