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1 Overview

OMA Location WG would like to thank 3GPP TSG SA WG2 for their liaison S2-031571 regarding the development of a protocol for the Lid interface in the 3GPP LCS architecture.

OMA Location WG has already accepted to develop the protocol for the Lpp interface. In the process of creating the WI for this activity OMA Location WG already identified requirements for support of subscribers being addressed with pseudonyms. Therefore the protocol being developed for the Lpp interface is already taking these aspects into consideration.

According to the WI covering the development of the protocol for the Lpp interface it shall be possible for the application to indicate the target subscriber using a pseudonym. It is the responsibility of the PCE (Privacy Checking Entity) to resolve the verinym of the target subscriber. Additionally the protocol shall support the ability to request pseudonyms based on MSISDN or similar identities as well as requesting verinyms based on pseudonyms.

It shall be noted that the PCE in OMA terminology covers both the PPR and PMD functionality. However, the protocol is being developed in a manner so that the PPR and PMD may or may not reside in the same physical entity.

2 Requested Action(s)

It is requested that 3GPP TSG SA WG2 responds to this liaison indicating whether the approach outlined above is acceptable to 3GPP TSG SA WG2.
