Proposal

It is proposed that the following changes are discussed and revised:

4.3
UESBI-Iu

When the UE attaches to the VLR/SGSN or makes its first Location Update in the VLR, the IMEISV information is retrieved from the UE and stored in the VLR/SGSN’s database. 
At each subsequent Iu interface connection establishment (eg for a CS domain voice call), the IMEISV is retrieved from the VLR/SGSN’s database[ and the UESBI-Iu is derived]. The UESBI-Iu is then sent to the SRNC. The UESBI-Iu is normally sent in the same procedure that currently carries the IMSI. This is summarised in figure 4.3-1.
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Figure 4.3-1: UESBI–Iu architecture

If the UE state is changed from RRC Connected to RRC Idle, all information derived from the received UESBI is released in the RNS. Thus if the UE state is changed afterwards back to RRC Connected the delivery of the UESBI-Iu from MSC or SGSN to SRNC shall be repeated.
At inter-SRNS relocation or at inter-system handover, the anchor MSC (and not the source RAN node) sends the UESBI-Iu to the target RAN node.
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
