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1 Introduction
ETRI believes that 3GPP System Architecture Evolution represents a great opportunity for the future, but a number of guidelines and requirements shall be taken into account in order to improve the customer satisfaction.

This document emphasizes a high-level principle for service continuity considering the handover scenario between different access systems.
2 Discussions
One of the important features of System Architecture Evolution is mobility supporting between access systems (e.g. between I-WLAN and the 3GPP PS domain), including service continuity. ETRI believes that this feature will improve the customer satisfaction by providing better communication environments.

Consideration of QoS support is essential to support service continuity in System Architecture Evolution. In addition, the functionality of the related network entities and its interfaces are affected by the level of QoS support and QoS management mechanisms for service continuity in the various inter-access handover scenarios (e.g. various service type and access systems).
Hence, there appears to be a strong need to provide the high-level principle of service continuity with QoS support and management in System Architecture Evolution.
3 Conclusion and Proposal

It is proposed that the following text is added to section 5 of TR 23.882.
*** Text proposal for TR 23.882 ***

· The Evolved 3GPP System shall provide service continuity between access systems by handle different QoS models. The degree of service continuity and QoS guarantee may be different depend on the service type of active connection and access systems.
