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Discussion
This TR has defined the default PDP context used in this TR as this:

Default PDP context: In GPRS, a general purpose PDP context for which the GW has no information to use for downlink traffic mapping for a particular PDP address and APN pair.

However, as an definition, what kind of PDP context can be defined as a default one used for downlink traffic mapping, especially in the case of IMS, is still described not very clearly.
Proposal

The following modification should be made in the TS.

Default PDP context: In GPRS, a general purpose PDP contextfor which the GW has no information to use for downlink traffic mapping for a particular PDP address and APN pair. In general, this context is the first PDP context activated with the same PDP address and without the TFT allocated. In the case of IMS, the first PDP context used for setting up a session may be treated as a default PDP context.
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
