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1. Introduction

S2-061661 presented at SA2#52 described typical NAT implementations which need to be accommodated. The contribution highlighted that NATs implementing address and port dependent mappings generated challenging requirements for unidirectional media and media control handling. The contribution further reported on an 18 month old study which indicated that NATs implementing address and port dependent mappings are commonly available.

The current normative text in 23.228 is ambiguous referring to “commonly deployed” NATs. The proposed change is to specifically define that NATs supporting address and port dependent mapping and filtering shall be supported.
From the discussion in S2-061661, a solution which can support address and port dependent mapping will be able to accommodate other mapping and filtering implementations and so other approaches (endpoint independent and address dependent mapping and filtering) are not specifically detailed.
A corresponding CR in S2-062220 includes the above change.
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
